Tuesday, June 10, 2014. 

Met according to adjournment at eleven o’clock A.M., with
Mr. Donato of Medford in the Chair (having been appointed by the
Speaker, under authority conferred by Rule 5, to perform the duties
of the Chair). 

At the request of the Chair (Mr. Donato), the members, guests
and employees joined with him in reciting the pledge of allegiance
to the flag. 

Guests of the House. 

At the beginning of the session, the Chair (Mr. Donato of Medford)
declared a brief recess and introduced, seated in the House Chamber,
8th grade students from Saint Agatha’s School in Milton; and 5th grade
students from Saint Mary’s School in Lee. At the invitation of the
Chair, the students participated in the pledge of allegiance to the flag.
They were the guests of Messrs. Timilty of Milton, Ayers of Quincy
and Pignatelli of Lenox.

Papers from the Senate. 

The House Bill relative to breast cancer early detection (House,
No. 3733), came from the Senate passed to be engrossed, in concur-
rence, with an amendment striking out all after the enacting clause and
inserting in place thereof the text contained in Senate document num-
bered 2181. The amendment was referred, under Rule 35, to the com-
mittee on Bills in the Third Reading. 

A Bill establishing a sick leave bank for Kyle Melvin, an employee
of the Department of Correction (Senate, No. 2155) (on a petition),
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passed to be engrossed by the Senate, was read; and it was referred,
under Rule 7A, to the committee on Steering, Policy and Scheduling. 

Mr. Kafka of Stoughton, for said committee, then reported that the
matter be scheduled consideration by the House. 

Under suspension of the rules, on motion of the same member, the bill
was read a second time forthwith; and it was ordered to a third reading.

By Mr. Dempsey of Haverhill, for the committee on Ways and Means,
that the Bill promoting economic growth across the Commonwealth
(House, No. 4163), ought to pass with an amendment substituting there-
for a bill with the same title (House, No. 4165). Referred, under Rule 7A,
to the committee on Steering, Policy and Scheduling with the amendment
pending. 

Mr. Kafka of Stoughton, for said committee, then reported recom-
mending that the matter be scheduled for consideration of the House. 

Under suspension of said rule, on motion of the same member, the
bill was read a second time forthwith. 

The amendment recommended by the committee on Ways and Means
then was adopted; and the substituted bill was ordered to a third reading. 

By Mr. Kafka of Stoughton, for the committee on Steering, Policy
and Scheduling, that the Senate Bill establishing a sick leave bank for
Denise Frost, an employee of the Department of Developmental Ser-
vices (Senate, No. 2175), be scheduled for consideration of the House. 

Under suspension of Rule 7A, on motion of the same member, the bill
was read a second time forthwith; and it was ordered to a third reading. 

By Mr. Kafka of Stoughton, for the committee on Steering, Policy and
Scheduling, that the report of the committee of conference on the dis-
agreeing votes of the two branches, with reference to the Senate amend-
ment (striking out all after the enacting clause and inserting in place
thereof the text contained in Senate document numbered 2095) of the
House Bill relative to natural gas leaks (House, No. 3873, amended),—
recommending passage of a Bill with the same title (House, No. 4164),—
be scheduled for consideration by the House. Placed in the Orders of the
Day for the next sitting, the question being on acceptance. 

By Mr. Kafka of Stoughton, for the committee on Steering, Policy
and Scheduling, that the Bill to relative to promoting women’s health
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(House, No. 847), be scheduled for consideration by the House, with
the amendment previously recommended by the committee on Health
Care Financing,— that the bill be amended by substitution of a bill
with the same title (House, No. 4086),— pending. Placed in the Orders
of the Day for the next sitting for a second reading, with the amend-
ment pending.

The engrossed Bill establishing a sick leave bank for Anne Federico,
an employee of the Department of Public Health (see House, No. 3958),
having been certified by the Clerk to be rightly and truly prepared for
final passage, was considered, the question being on adopting the emer-
gency preamble. 

A separate vote was taken, as required by the provisions of Article
XLVIII (as amended by Article LXVII) of the Amendments to the
Constitution; and the preamble was adopted, by a vote of 5 to 0. Sent
to the Senate for concurrence.
