1. Electrical Distribution and Transmission Lines 
and Substation construction and maintenance work (wood, metal or

3. Electrical underground construction and 
maintenance work comes under the Outside jurisdiction, shall be 
covered as follows, the moving of men, tools, material and 
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equipment, the loading, moving assembly of all electrical 
materials or raceway, such as duct, from the first drop at the 
job site, shall be performed by workmen under this Agreement. 
This shall also include the placing of fish wire, the pulling of 
cables or wires through such raceways and the splicing of such 
conductors. 

4. In connection with all of the above items, it 
is understood the scope of this Agreement shall include not only 
new installations, but shall also govern the repair, maintenance 
or dismantling of such structures, lines or equipment, the 
handling and operating of all equipment used to transport men, 
tools and materials on the job site, as well as the equipment 
used to move, raise or place materials used in the outside branch 
of the electrical industry, shall be performed by workmen under 
this Agreement. This Agreement shall also include the operation 
of all equipment that may be necessary to perform all overhead 
and underground work. 

Commercial outside Electrical Work shall be defined as work 
performed in Connecticut, Western Massachusetts and Vermont on the 
property of private owners: Federal and State Governments and 
their political subdivisions, including Counties, Cities, 
Boroughs, Townships and School Districts; or state Authorities as 
established by such governmental units; radio and television work, 
traffic control and highway lighting and all other work not 
defined as "utility outside Electrical Work". 

utility Electrical Work shall be defined as work performed 
for electrical, telephone and t,,;,legraph utility companies, 
municipally-owned _ utility compan~es, R.E.A. cooperatives, 
railroads and coal mining companies, when all work, not performed
