Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) Eligible Workers - The Grantee must submit the required TAA certification documents as the planned participants from Avery Dennison Corporation and Dow Jones and Company, Inc., have been certified as eligible for TAA. In addition, the Grantee must ensure that funds awarded under this NEG are not used to pay for training that can be covered by the TAA program for TAA-eligible workers. 

Next Modification Request - The Grantee is encouraged to coordinate with its Federal Project Officer for guidance when submitting the next modification request. The Grantee is reminded that it must select the "initial increment" modification type, rather than the "terms and conditions" modification type, in the eNEG System.
