Subject: Federal Rule Changes for Employment of Youth in Non-Agricultural Jobs
Purpose: To notify Local Workforce Investment Boards, One-Stop Career Center Operators
and other local workforce investment partners of recent changes to the regulations
for the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) regarding the employment of youth in
non-agricultural employment.
Background: On May 20 2010, the U.S. Department of Labor Wage and Hour Division (WHD)
published in the Federal Register its Final Rule for protecting children from
workplace hazards. The Final Rule is effective as of July 19, 2010.
The Final Rule implements changes related to employment of youth in hazardous
occupations and revisions to the rules specific to 14 and 15 year-olds. The Final
Rule also incorporates statutory changes regarding the assessment of child labor
civil money penalties and the employment of youth by establishments that use
machinery to process wood products.
