1. At 9:02 a.m., the meeting was called to order.

2. At 9:03 a.m., on a motion by Dr. Sanchez, seconded by Dr. Carey, all in favor, the Board
voted to enter into closed session pursuant to G. L. ¢. 112, § 65C for the purposes of
investigative conferences for: PY-16-0083, PY-16-0084, PY-15-1551 and PY-2016-0279.

3. At 9:40 a.m., Dr. Carey moved to exit closed session, enter open session, and then to enter
Executive Session, pursuant to General Laws Chapter 30A, Section 21(a)(1) to discuss the
reputation, character or mental health of an individual rather than their professional
competence. Seconded by Ms. Allen. Following a roll call vote, all in favor, the motion passed.

16. PY-2016-0279: On a motion by Dr. Glover, seconded by Dr. Carey, the Board voted to
forward to prosecution for formal disciplinary action, all in favor.

6/17/16. Copies were provided to the Board by the Board Counsel. The FDA is considering
banning aversive therapy (shock treatments) such as those utilized at the Judge Rotenberg
Center.
