The Executive session was called to order at 3:08 p.m. 
Lois Aldrich joined the session to discuss the grievance brought by 1199SEIU.  She reported that the consumer did not have adequate holiday hours available during the period the PCA worked.  She told the council that, beginning Feb. 1, all consumers would receive regular updates on the remaining number of units they have available 
Lois shared with the Council that the fiscal intermediaries reported that 8% of payroll issues are due to late submissions of time sheets and that 11% are due to a lack of authorized hours.  Further discussion by the council addressed the issue of consumer’s responsibilities for managing their use of approved hours, as well as making payments owed to PCAs for the services they provided.
Christine suggested that the council discuss the issue further with the Union. The Council thanked Lois for her participation in the discussion and she left the session.

Christine addressed the issue of collective bargaining. Doug Shatkin, the lead negotiator, and Matt Hale from OER joined the council to discuss parameters of the Commonwealth’s offer covering paid-time off, health insurance and salary increases.
The council discussed several options and agreed to bring a proposal to ANF in several weeks.
