Terms/Definitions for Recovery Website

	ARRA
	The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (also known as the “Recovery Act” or the “Stimulus Bill”) 

	Project/Program Name
	The program (or infrastructure project) receiving funding under ARRA. 

	Job Description
	Description of the nature of jobs created through the project.

	Awarding Agency
	Federal agency granting ARRA funds to recipients 

	Secretariat
	State executive office or cabinet department receiving ARRA funds

	State Agency
	State agency or department receiving federal funds. A state agency is usually housed within a secretariat. 

	Prime Recipient
	A non-federal entity that receives Recovery Act funding in the form of a contract, grant, or loan, directly from the federal government.

	Sub-Recipient
	A non-federal entity awarded Recovery funding from a prime recipient to support a project or program for which the prime recipient received Recovery funding.

	Vendor
	A dealer, distributor, merchant, or other seller providing goods or services for a federal program. Prime-recipients and sub-recipients may purchase goods or services needed to carry out the project or program from vendors.

	Award
	A contract, grant, or loan given by a federal agency to a non-federal recipient.

	Award Amount
	The sum of money granted to a recipient entity by the awarding federal agency.

	Amount Committed
	The amount of money, out of the award amount, that a recipient has designated for spending on a specific project or program. 

	Amount Expended  (Spent or “Paid out”)
	The amount of money paid out to vendors for the execution of ARRA programs. The federal website, Recovery.gov, uses the term “paid out” to denote the amount of funds a federal agency has paid to recipients, usually in the form of reimbursements. 

	Full-time Equivalent (FTE)
	A job created or retained according to the following formula: 
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 FTEs represent how many full-time jobs would have been created or retained based on the total number of hours worked and the number of hours in a typical worker’s schedule. FTEs are not necessarily the total number of people employed by a given project or program. 

	Award Description
	Description of the purpose of award received by a prime recipient from a federal agency. 

	Program Description
	Description of how a recipient used or intends to use an award. 

	Quarterly Activities – Jobs Description
	Description of the jobs created or other activities undertaken by a recipient using ARRA funds. 
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
