Policy

It is the policy of Department of Youth Services (DYS) that DYS shall utilize the competitive procurement process for all contracted services deemed necessary to meet the needs of the youth in its care, in accordance with this policy and all laws, regulations and requirements of the Commonwealth of MA Request for Response (RFR) process.  

All competitive procurement for services shall be initiated at the request of the Commissioner or designee or as mandated by Chapter 257.  No youth shall be placed in any contracted program or service until a contract for such program or service is completed and on file with the Purchase of Service (POS) Unit.  Copies of all documentation related to this process, including the RFR Responses and any related correspondence will be maintained in the Central Office Fiscal Unit. 

On a yearly basis, the POS Unit in consultation with the DYS Subject Matter Experts shall review the continued need for all existing services scheduled for competitive procurement and any new services proposed in accordance with the procedures established in the Fiscal Policy and Procedure Manual.
