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The purpose of this policy is to recognize the right and obligation to vote of all qualified clients.

The goal of this policy is to provide the opportunity to vote to all qualified clients.

Policy
The department shall recognize the right and obligation to vote of all clients who meet the necessary requirements of age, citizenship, and residency.

All locations shall provide the opportunity and reasonable means to vote to all qualified clients, including absentee balloting.

Procedures
A.     Residential Voting
1. All residential clients who meet the necessary requirements of age, citizenship, and residency are eligible to vote by absentee ballot.

2. Location personnel shall assist all clients who wish to vote in contacting their hometown registrar of voters or elections commissioners for absentee ballots.

3. Location personnel shall request ballots several weeks before an election.

4. Location personnel shall witness and assist clients in completing absentee ballots.

B.     Non-Residential Voting
5. All non-residential clients who wish to vote at the polls must register to vote before the election at his/her hometown hall with the registrar of voters or the election commissioner.

6. All non-residential clients who cannot vote at the polls for various reasons may vote by absentee ballot. These clients shall follow the residential voting procedures.

C.     Monitoring
7. Location managers/designees, except for detention facilities shall keep a record of the following:

a. names of clients over 18 years of age

b. clients’ hometown

c. record which clients are registered to vote

d. list election dates for client’ hometowns

e. record which clients chose to vote

f. record method of voting

OUTCOME MEASURES/PERFORMANCE INDICATORS
