Coming for 2018

New management strategies for tautog, a popular recreational fish abundant off our south
coast, are in the works for 2018. Its been over two decades since the interstate management
plan first was adopted and now the Atlantic States Marine Fisheries Commission has drafted
its first plan amendment. This species is one of the most localized of all popular recreational
and commercial species, and the proposed changes to the plan will create four regions—each
with its own conservation goals and regulations.

The creation of region-specific management is a departure from the previous plan. After
twenty years of management, the Commission has concluded there are stark differences
