Historically, gangs have centered on hot-spot areas with recruitment taking place in
schools and high-crime neighborhoods, placing truant and unemployed youth at a
higher risk. Recently, gangs have been tied to drug trafficking/sales, underscoring the
need to continue to partner with schools, actively engage truant students and their
families, provide additional support services to hot spot areas, offer youth
employment opportunities, and reduce drug abuse in the region.
