2. Members reviewed Ms. Silveira’s previously distributed memo. 

3. Members reviewed Ms. Talarico’s previously distributed memos.  Ms. Talarico noted that in ANA issued a new position statement that supports Nurse delegation of certain nursing activities to attendants of people who are disabled.  This position is complemented by ANA’s Principles for Delegation to Unlicensed Assistive Personnel. Ms. Talarico mentioned that the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) 2015 immunization schedules for persons age birth through 18 years and for those over 18 are available on the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention website. In addition, Massachusetts Coalition of Nurse Practitioners along with the Massachusetts Association of Nurse Anesthetists filed An Act to Remove the Restrictions on the Licenses of NPs and CRNAs as Recommended by the Institute of Medicine and the Federal Trade Commission (HD 2782/SD 311).  Ms. Talarico also noted that the Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Task Force (SAPTTF), developed at the direction of the Massachusetts Hospital Association (MHA) Board, has issued a guideline for opioid prescribing practices within hospital Emergency Departments.

4. Members reviewed K. Ashe’s previously distributed memo. Members were provided an update on the NCSBN Education Consultant Call discussion regarding internationally educated nurses and related issues. NCSBN in the process of develop a resources manual for all Boards on best practices and templates for review of non-US educated applicant credential’s. A reminder and extension provided by NCSBN for Board members to register for the Spring 2015 Member Board Review.  Ms. Ashe provided an update on the status of the National League for Nursing, (NLN) Nursing Education Accreditation (CNEA) standards and criteria as the NLN prepares to launch a new accreditation program. At this time the NLN CNEA will not be able to provide programs with Title IV gatekeeper services

DISCUSSION:

A. Members reviewed Ms. Talarico’s previously distributed NCSBN Updates.  Ms. Talarico noted that, after a decade of nurse shortage projections, HRSA is now predicting a surplus due to a sharp increase in the number of new nurse graduates over the last decade, from 68,759 in 2001 to more than 155,000 in 2013.  In addition, according to a new report from the National Patient Safety Foundation’s (NPSF) Lucian Leape Institute, a health care system that embraces transparency, the free uninhibited flow of information that is open to the scrutiny of others, will produce safer care, better outcomes and more trust among all involved parties.  Also, according to the American Association of Nurse Practitioners (AANP), the number of licensed NPs in the U.S. has nearly doubled over the past 10 years.

DISCUSSION:

Members reviewed V. Berg’s previously distributed memorandum.  V. Berg requested that the Board review and consider the provisions at 244 CMR 4.06(1)(c), effective August 1, 2014, and determine whether the language therein was intended or error.  Specifically, the phrasing “and which specify the parameters for dosage, strength, route of administration and dose interval” reflects, but incompletely, the text of relevant guidance issued by the Drug Control Program concerning administration of controlled substances by certified registered nurse anesthetists who do not obtain a Massachusetts controlled substances registration.  Specifically, the phrasing in 244 CMR 4.06(1)(c) includes some, but not all elements, identified within the Drug Control Program guidance.  V. Berg further requested that the Board review and consider the provisions at 244 CMR 4.06(1)(d), which reference a non-existent statutory citation, M.G.L. c. 94C, §80H.  V. Berg offered suggestions for technical corrections to these provisions, but noted that at the present time, the Secretary of Administration and Finance had called for a “pause” in regulatory filings.

Members reviewed Ms. Silveira’s previously distributed memo which noted the following proposed Education Policy 99-03 amendments: new policy title and purpose statement; creation of new sections related to definitions cited in 244 CMR 6.01, Nursing Education Coordinator (NEC) role and responsibilities, a board authorization statement, and reporting requirements; the addition of paragraphs 4a and 4b identifying the criteria which will serve as the basis for the NEC finding ongoing compliance with 244 CMR 6.04 contingent on review of an approved nursing education program (Program)’s Annual Report to the Board; the inclusion of a statement that the Program must not be the subject of a pending allegation, inquiry or review by the Board or, if the Program is the subject of a pending allegation, inquiry or review, the Board has already found compliance with 244 CMR 6.04 in connection with the pending matter; the addition of a statement that the NEC is authorized to request clarifying information from a Program’s administrator when a 244 CMR 6.07(3) report is submitted with the Annual Report to facilitate evaluation of 244 CMR 6.04 compliance; the addition of a statement that the NEC is not authorized to grant Prerequisite, Initial or Full Approval status or to change a program’s approval status to Approval with Warning; and the creation of a new section establishing the process the NEC is authorized to use on receipt of information alleging a violation of 244 CMR 6.00 or alleging action consistent with 244 CMR 6.08(1)(b) through (1)(g).
