verbal notification by DCF w/i
2 b/days when conditions may

endanger health, safety,
welfare of children.

EEC verbally notified by
DCF w/i 5 b/days when

any non-institutional
report reveals "relevant"

information

DCF "may" notify the
superintendent of any
report or investigation
involving a public or

private school

Verbal notification to
Superintendent or DOE of
