DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Shiva Kisha Corp. d/b/a Abington Liquors violated Ch. 138, §18- Acting as a wholesaler (1 count).

The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the investigator’s report dated December 4, 2009.  

The investigator’s report states on December 4, 2009 an A.B.C.C. investigator and an Abington Police Officer entered Abington Liquors to follow up an investigation on the Abington Route 18 Superstore.  The investigator asked the manager if he had allowed Route 18 Superstore to borrow 14 cases of Heineken Beer. He said he had loaned the beer to Route 18 Superstore and was unaware it was a violation of Massachusetts liquor laws.  

Administrative review of the file indicates this was the first violation by the licensee in two (2) years of ownership.

The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138, §18- Acting as a wholesaler (1 count) and, therefore, suspends the license for 3 days of which 3 days will be held in abeyance for a period of two years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
