DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether licensee Russell Liquors, Inc. was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age.


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s compliance check field report.  Investigator Doyle testified that on February 4, 2009 at approximately 5:34 p.m., Investigators Hitchman and Carey were conducting a compliance check when they observed a clerk sell an alcoholic beverage, specifically, a 40 oz. Budweiser beer bottle to a person under twenty-one years of age.  At no point was the individual who was eighteen years old ever asked for identification.  


The licensee stated that the clerk who erred was a new employee and that his employees were trained to only take Massachusetts licenses and always check for proper identification.


The Commission has taken administrative notice of the file and finds that this licensee had owned the establishment and/or has been in his family for over fifty years. The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age, and, therefore issues a warning.
