Instructions for Designers

Schedule of Unit Prices

When a project has work items that may not be completely quantifiable at the time of bid it may be beneficial to request unit prices from bidders.  The use  of unit prices is not universally recommended but in appropriate instance they may be used.  The DHCD project manager needs to explicitly approve the use of the Schedule of Unit Prices any project bid.

Prepare the schedule of Unit Prices following these instructions and include a copy of the Form, modified for your project, in the Project Manual, insert it just after the Form for Bid.  Also include copies in the Packet of Bid Forms given to all Bidders.


1.
The Designer completes the information in items B, C, and the un-shaded areas of item D.  List each Work Item separately and estimate the quantity that the Contract should include in the base bid and give the estimated quantity that may be encountered during the construction phase.  Remember, the contract provides for change orders based on this quantity +/- 50%.  



The Bidders will be expected to list what the unit price will be in the shaded area of the form.


2.
If the project has NO filed subcontractors strike the first two Bidder's Instructions and the reference to the Sub-bid Form in the last Instruction.


3. 
Include a copy of the Schedule, with all the Designer provided information, in the Project Manual.  Insert it just after the Form For General Bid, modify the Table of Contents accordingly.


4.
Include copies of the Schedule of Unit Prices in the Bid Packets that are given to prospective bidders.

SCHEDULE OF UNIT PRICES FOR GENERAL BIDDERS AND SUB-BIDDERS

BIDDER'S INSTRUCTIONS


o
Sub-bidders shall enter on the Schedule of Units Prices, the amount to be added or subtracted for the required unit of work which pertains to the work of that subtrade.


o
General Bidders shall enter on the Schedule of Unit Prices, a single amount for each unit price requested which shall consist of the sum of the amounts listed on the sub-bidders schedule of unit prices, plus the amount for work to be performed by the General Contractor.


o
Unit Prices quoted shall provide for a variance in quantities listed of plus or minus fifty percent (50%) from those listed on the "Schedule of Unit Prices".


o
If more work than specified in the base bid is required compensation shall be paid per the listed Unit Price.  If less work than specified is requierd than a credit per the deduct unit price shall be processed.


o
The Owner may reject any or all Unit Prices at the time of Award if it deems the Unit Price(s) unreasonable, without affecting the base bid.


o
All Unit Prices quoted shall include their pro-rata share of all costs for overhead & profit, bond, labor, materials, disposal, and equipment necessary to completely perform the Work required for that unit of work.


o
This Schedule of Unit Prices is not part of the Sub-bid Form or General Bid Form.
