oMany state trust funds were dismantled during the budget crisis

o$57 million is huge for a state agency, smaller size chosen to show that it could work pilot

oMoney going to communities, so legislators more likely to back

oInitial proposal for indefinite time limit, 75$ million a year

oDrumbeat: “We cannot get cost control without prevention.”
