	Lisa Pineo from CSO to talk about the SAMSHA grant: Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinic. (CCBHC) 
Earl Miller: DMH Director of Recovery and Employment Services 


	There are 13 CCBHC in the United Stated and they have been successful- improved health outcomes and reduced medical admissions and visits to the ER. Offers services quickly and regardless of insurance, no cumbersome paperwork. CCBHC has three sites: Greenfield, Athol and Northampton. The teams are staffed with Nurses, Wellness Coaches, Peer Specialist, Clinicians, Employment Specialist, Case Managers. Groups are offered on a range of topics and for children, young adults and adults. Limited financial assistance available for one time issues such as clothes for a job interview, bus pass, childcare in order for the member to attend an important Dr. appointment. The former CSO Respite site has opened The Living Room- a peer run space that will have washer &dryer, showers, kitchen area, a place for someone to not be alone. No overnight accommodations at that site however they may be able to access a space at the respite facility on Federal Street. 
Northampton will have a PACT team: Program of Assertive Community Treatment that will service 30 clients with intensive needs. Team consists of a Manager, Clinician, Case Manager, Psychiatrist Nurse and Peer Specialist. 
DMH has a steering committee to assist the sites in organizing a community conversation by providing a structure for the process. The Goals for the Community Conversations are to give community members a forum to discuss concerns and issues  that are happening in their community and or family’s what’s  been helpful, what’s not what do people need to know and want to know.

Board members brought up a few ideas:

Intersection of Law Enforcement and community mental health clinics, programs, the CIT training and changes we have seen.

Person’s with Severe and Persistent Mental Health challenges die 20 years earlier than the general population. What can we do about this?
Young Adult Mental Health and the increased number of this population struggling with anxiety and depression and not moving forward in their lives. Family members feel helpless and hopeless and don’t’ know what to do. How do we reach these young adults?
