	Discussion:
	Ms. O’Connell informed the Board the complaint relates to allegations the licensee was administering local anesthesia without a local anesthesia permit.  Ms. O’Connell noted the licensee admitted to doing so and has since acquired a local anesthesia permit.  
The licensee stated she had learned how to administer local anesthesia during hygiene school but her husband became ill shortly after she graduated in 2006 so she did not pursue a permit.  The licensee noted she retook a local anesthesia course in 2009 but again failed to apply for a permit.  The licensee stated it was discovered she had not acquired a permit when her employers at the TUSDM asked for a copy of her permit.  The licensee indicated she took a local anesthesia course yet again and now has a valid permit.

Individual Anesthesia Permits for Limited/Faculty Licensees – Board Counsel Samuel Leadholm


Atty. Leadholm informed the Board it received an inquiry from an attorney for a limited licensee asking about the Board’s policy of prohibiting limited licensees from holding individual anesthesia permits.  Atty. Leadholm noted the Board’s regulatory review workgroup has suggested amending 234 CMR 6.00 to permit limited licensees to acquire individual anesthesia permits and the workgroups recommendations will likely be submitted to the Board at its May meeting for consideration.

Pain Management Website Posting – Asst. Executive Director Jeffrey Mills


Mr. Mills provided the Board with a copy of its pain management advisory currently posted on the Board’s website noting the advisory was adopted by the Board in March 2009 and amended in July 2011.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it appears this advisory was drafted by prior Board staff using information from several medical organizations and noted some of what is stated in the advisory is either outdated or incorrect.  Ms. Young suggested the advisory be removed altogether from the Board’s website as current information regarding the PMP, Mass PAT and safe and effective opioid prescribing is posted on the Board’s website suggesting the continued display of this advisory might be misleading to licensees.

9.
Community Outreach/Oral Cancer Screenings by Dental Hygienists – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH


Ms. Young provided the Board with a letter, dated March 15, 2017, from Ms. Jennifer Bachour, President of the EXPLORE Dental Solutions & Staffing company asking about the ability of licensed hygienists to undertake dental screenings for oral cancer in the community in the absence of an on-site, supervising dentist.  Ms. Young noted the Board’s regulations do not actually define what is included in the term “dental screening” noting mobile permits are not required for licensees performing dental screenings.  Dr. Batchelder noted if a screening does not include a diagnosis then it’s not technically a screening.  

Ms. Sobel noted she participated in oral cancer screenings as a hygienist suggesting if the Board puts any restrictions on what a hygienist can do in the field regarding oral cancer screenings then dentists and hygienists will not participate.  Dr. Stevens noted the DPH Office of Oral Health acquired data on oral cancer through these screenings done by hygienists years ago.  Dr. Batchelder asked why the direct supervision of a dentist would be necessary; Ms. Wilkie replied it is not necessary as long as the hygienists are undertaking an assessment and not diagnosing.  Dr. DuLong asked if hygienists would be permitted to bill for these screenings; Dr. Stevens replied they would not.  Ms. Sobel noted the theory behind these screenings is that they are offered for free as stated in Ms. Bachour’s letter.  Ms. Held noted dental hygienists and assistants have undertaken these types of screenings for veterans without a dentist present.  


Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it could draft an advisory letter on this issue but Dr. Batchelder opined that was not necessary.  Ms. Young suggested she draft a letter answering Ms. Bachour’s questions for review by Dr. DuLong; the Board agreed.  


A member of the audience, Dr. Mohammad Banki addressed the Board noting a biopsy is required before a diagnosis of oral cancer could be made and suggested the reviewers need to have a grasp on what is “normal” tissue before advising someone they have oral cancer.  Dr. Stevens noted Mass. Health typically will not pay for oral cancer treatment.

Regulatory Review Workgroup – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

Ms. Young informed the Board the workgroup has completed its review of the anesthesia/sedation regulations and the workgroup’s proposed changes will be submitted to the Board for its consideration at its May meeting.  Ms. Young also noted Dr. Morton Rosenberg, a consultant on anesthesia/sedation, has withdrawn from the workgroup but a new member, Dr. Andrea Richman has joined the workgroup and has expressed an interest in becoming a voting member.  Ms. Young also stated it’s likely Dr. David Lustbader will also be withdrawing from the workgroup.

ADA Trustees Vote to Create National Dental Licensure (OSCE) – Asst. Executive Director Jeffrey Mills


Dr. DuLong noted the ADA has a long term plan of introducing one national exam, without a live patient component, as an alternative to the current clinical competency exam models such as the CDCA/NERB or WREB exams.  However Dr. DuLong opined this is a states’ right issue as each state licensing board is entitled to adopt its own standards and qualifications for licensure.  Dr. DuLong noted that 41 out of 50 states currently adopt the CDCA/NERB exam while 40 out of 50 states adopt the WREB exam.  Dr. DuLong suggested it might be easier for the ADA to convince the other 9 or 10 states to accept the CDCA/NERB or WREB exams than to get a new OSCE exam accepted by all 50 states.  


Dr. DuLong also noted membership in the ADA is declining and one theory is too encourage new dentists to join the ADA by endorsing an OSCE exam as many new dentists are opposed to the standard clinical competency exam.  Dr. DuLong noted Colorado recently decided to adopt all pathways for licensure as it was having difficulty which pathway was better in determining which dentists are more qualified for licensure.

Review of Regulations 234 CMR 2.00, 4.00 and 5.00

Atty. Leadholm advised the Board the public was noticed the Board would consider the public comments submitted on 234 CMR 2.00, 4.00 and 5.00.   Atty. Leadholm noted most of the public comments received by the Board related to 5.00.

Atty. Leadholm noted the ADA has loosened its restrictions on commercial advertising by dentists and 5.03 as it is currently written implicates commercial free speech issues.  Dr. Levy noted new accrediting agencies are being created as a result of the recent Supreme Court decision about the FTC and the No. Carolina dental board.

Atty. Leadholm noted the suggested change to “or” in reference to the ADA and CODA approval in 5.03(1)(a) will need further review within DPH and HHS.  Further Atty. Leadholm noted “sufficient” to maintain expertise is not defined in 5.03(2).

Atty. Leadholm noted the task “gross debridement” has been separated from “scaling and root planing” in the delegable duties chart but noted public comments indicate the law is on the side of PHDHs when it comes to their authority to undertake all tasks typically done by licensed hygienists.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it cannot separate these tasks but noted a comment has been added to the requirements of a written collaborative agreement (WCA) between dentists and PHDHs that a PHDH may only provide a scaling and root planing after an appropriate diagnosis has been made by the WCA dentist.

Atty. Leadholm noted a requirement has been included that all PHDHs must acquire a PDO permit pursuant to 234 CMR 7.00 per the Board’s decision.

Atty. Leadholm advised the Board its current regulations prohibit a dentist from owning a commercial dental lab and noted this restriction might be construed as a restriction on trade.  Atty. Leadholm noted a provision has been included that requires dentists who own a 5% or greater interest in a commercial dental lab to disclose that ownership to the Board.  Ms. Young asked why this restriction was included in the 2010 amendments to 234 CMR; Ms. Sobel replied it was included because commercial dental labs complained to the Board about unfair competition if the Board permitted dentists to own commercial labs.

Dr. DuLong noted 8 CEU credits are being offered to all dental examiners by those dental schools hosting CDCA/NERB examinations.  But Dr. DuLong asked what happens if a dental examiner participates in multiple examinations per year, e.g. would that dentist be entitled to multiple CEUs.  Ms. Young noted there is nothing in the Board’s regulations at 234 CMR 8.00 that covers this type of CEU.  Dr. DuLong asked to have this matter added to the agenda for the May meeting.

2.
Dr. DuLong stated it is not clear in the current version of 234 CMR 8.00 whether the language indicates CPR/BLS certification can only be achieved through a live, hands on course.  

Atty. Leadholm noted the Board has already voted on the final version of 8.00 and if this requirement is not included, the Board may need to issue an advisory ruling.  Dr. DuLong asked to have this matter added to the agenda for the May meeting.  
3.
Ms. Young informed the Board she has asked to have a meeting with DPH IT staff to prepare for the upcoming licensure cycle for dentists as MGL c. 94C, s. 18(e) requires all prescribers to provide proof of training on safe and effective opioid prescribing/pain mgmt. at initial licensure and again at renewal.  Ms. Young noted approx. 8,000 dentists will seek to renew their licenses in early 2018 so it’s best we meet now with IT staff to see if there is a way for those dental prescribers to upload their opioid course certificates during the online renewal process without having to manually mail the certificates to Board staff.
