The licensee was present, via WebEx, for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter answering all questions as appropriate.


Ms. Young informed the Board the licensee has submitted all required documents to reactivate her expired dental license noting her license expired on 3/31/12 and the licensee has not practiced clinical dentistry for several years due to ongoing medical issues in her family.


Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it has the discretion to require the licensee to retake a clinical competency exam before approving her application to reactivate her expired license.  Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee how she felt about returning to active practice; the licensee replied she feels she is prepared to do so.  Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee about her employment plans; the licensee replied she is looking for a position as an associate dentist.  Ms. Stultz asked the licensee if she felt the need to take remedial coursework to prepare for her return to active practice or if she felt competent to practice; the licensee replied she has confidence in her clinical skills.  The licensee’s husband Mr. Srinivasa Kallakurchi joined the conversation and informed the Board the licensee is ready to go noting she has visited a few dental practices in the last few weeks to observe.

Review of the Board’s Policy 14-03: Disposition of Selected Complaints (Unlicensed Practice)



Atty. Leadholm advised the Board this policy has been included in today’s agenda so the Board may consider adding dental assistants who practice without ever obtaining a license to this policy.  Specifically, Atty. Leadholm stated a clause would be added to paragraph 5 of the policy and would follow the same guidelines of the current policy on unlicensed practice.  Atty. Leadholm suggested adding the qualifier “no more than four years” to the policy but Ms. Young disagreed noting that practicing without a license for four years is too long as the Board began licensing dental assistants in October 2014.  Ms. Young suggested this amendment, if adopted by the Board, would only be in effect until the ability to fine licensees for practicing without a license is finalized by DPH.  Atty. Leadholm agreed but noted a monetary fine is considered disciplinary and these licensees would likely be referred to prosecution.  Ms. Young asked if the pharmacy board has started assessing monetary fines for unlicensed practice; Atty. Leadholm replied not yet.  Atty. Leadholm informed the Board he would amend the policy and submit the revised policy to the Board for its consideration at its next meeting on May 5, 2021.

Review of Licensure Exam Requirements: Dental Students Applying for Licensure as a Dental Hygienist



Ms. Young informed the Board she recently received a phone call from a current TUSDM dental student who is interested in obtaining a dental hygiene license but was unable to complete the National Board Dental Exam, Part 1 (NBDE) as the testing agency no longer offers Part 1 or Part 2 of the NBDE.  Ms. Young noted the national board testing agency is only offering the Integrated National Board Dental Exam (INBDE) and asked when this exam would be offered to current dental students.  Dr. DuLong indicated he did not know when the BUSDM would offer this new exam to its students.  Dr. DuLong noted the periodontics dept. of the BUSDM was unhappy with the Board’s acceptance of the former NBDE, Part 1 exam as sufficient for licensure as a dental hygienist as 2nd year dental students have not yet completed their clinical training; Ms. Stultz agreed with the periodontics dept.’s assessment.  



Atty. Leadholm noted the applicable statute only requires dental students to have completed at least four semesters at a CODA-accredited dental school and does not mention the exam requirement.  Ms. Young agreed noting the exam requirement is part of the Board’s regulations at 234 CMR 4.00.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it can choose note to enforce its own regulations and asked the Board if it knew when the INBDE is offered to dental students.  Dr. Scialabba replied he did not know and suggested the Board require a passing score on the INBDE exam instead of a passing score on the NBDE, Part 1 exam.

4.
Discussion: Employment of Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetists (CRNA) by Dentists to Administer Anesthesia/Sedation in Dental Offices



Dr. Scialabba recognized Dr. Wael Youseff and invited him to address the Board on this issue.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board there is no provision in the Board’s current regulations at 234 CMR 6.00 that addresses the employment of CRNAs by dentists but that provision is included in the proposed amendments to 6.00.  Atty. Leadholm asked the Board the issue is whether the Board should require the dentist who retains the services of a CRNA to administer anesthesia/sedation to hold a facility host permit or a facility permit commensurate with the level of anesthesia/sedation to be administered by the CRNA.  Mr. Mills noted that if a dentist employs an anesthesiologist a host permit (D-H) is not acceptable as the Board requires the dentist to hold a facility permit that is commensurate with the level of anesthesia/sedation to be administered by the anesthesiologist, i.e. a D-A permit for the administration of general anesthesia.


Atty. Leadholm asked what if moderate sedation will be administered; Mr. Mills replied then the dentist/practice owner is required to obtain a D-B1 facility permit.  Dr. Trowbridge noted dental anesthesiologists are already licensed by the Board as a dentist but only the nursing board can issue a license to a CRNA.  Dr. Trowbridge noted that if the dentist who employs a CRNA is only required to obtain a D-H permit, then the Board will have no way of knowing what equipment, etc. is to be brought to the dental office by the CRNA.  Dr. Youseff agreed noting dentists who wish to administer general anesthesia to their patients are required to obtain a D-A permit and suggested the Board needs to have the same level of preparedness in a dental office where a CRNA will be administering anesthesia/sedation.  Ms. Young noted the Board has no authority over the practice of a CRNA; Dr. Trowbridge agreed and suggested the permit application submitted by the dentist hiring a CRNA must be for the highest level of anesthesia/sedation to be administered by a CRNA.

A.
Dr. DuLong noted the class of 2022 dental students will soon need to decide which clinical competency exam to take for initial licensure, i.e. the CDCA/ADEX or WREB exam.  Dr. DuLong suggested the Board review its current policy at its next meeting on May 5th.  Drs. Trowbridge and Scialabba agreed.  Ms. Young noted she will include this issue in the agenda for the next Board meeting on May 5, 2021.


B.
Dr. Wu asked about the Board’s policy on releasing radiographs to patients.  Ms. Young noted that if a patient asks his/her dentist to send copies of their radiographs to another dentist, then those radiographs must be sent through encrypted means.  Dr. DuLong agreed noting that if radiographs are mailed to another dentist, there is no assurance as to who opened the mail containing a patient’s radiographs.  Dr. DuLong noted the BUSDM sends all patient radiographs on a thumb drive or CD.  Dr. Jacob noted this question came up because a patient claims he/she was threatened by staff at the BUSDM when the school called the patient to request a copy of his/her panorex.  The patient stated she had already delivered a copy of her panorex to the BUSDM.  Dr. DuLong suggested this patient contact the new head of the BUSDM radiology dept.


C.
Dr. Trowbridge noted orthodontists need to have an emergency drug kit on site but to replace any expired medicaments in an emergency drug kit, that orthodontist must have a current MCSR registration.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board he researched this issue while drafting an advisory ruling for the Board and discovered 234 CMR 5.15 only requires a dentist to have an emergency drug kit but fails to detail what must be included in the kit.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it could draft a policy that says it is the “best practice” to have an emergency drug kit that includes specific medicaments but that policy cannot be enforced as a violation of the Board’s regulations if the dentist does not have a kit or has an incomplete kit.  


Dr. Trowbridge asked if the proposed amendments to 234 CMR includes details on what must be included in an emergency drug kit.  Atty. Leadholm replied the required contents of an emergency drug kit have been moved from 234 CMR 6.00 to 234 CMR 5.15 as part of the proposed amendments to 234 CMR but noted those proposed amendments are still undergoing administrative review.  Once that process is complete, a public hearing on the proposed changes to 234 CMR will be scheduled.  Dr. DuLong noted the Board’s taskforce on updating 234 CMR included an orthodontist who was opposed to requiring orthodontists to maintain an emergency drug kit as he realized that meant all orthodontists would also need to hold a MCSR registration.  


D.
Dr. Scialabba informed the Board House Bill 1916 has been filed by a state rep and the bill proposes a requirement that all dentists must provide each patient with a breakdown of the anticipated costs of dental treatment.  A violation of this provision would result in a referral to the Attorney Generals’ Office for possible prosecution.  Dr. Scialabba thought this referral provision was too harsh.  But Dr. DuLong noted that in medicine informed consent must include an estimate of fees and asked if hospitals are required to publish a list of costs for each service provided.
