INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT FOR Narrowband COMMERCIAL MOBILE RADIO SERVICE (NCMRS) UNDER SECTIONS 251, 252 AND 332 OF THE TELECOMMUNICATIONS ACT OF 1996

This Interconnection Agreement For Narrowband Commercial Mobile Radio Service (NCMRS) (this “Agreement”), under Sections 251, 252 and 332 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the “Act”), is effective as of the 1st day of May, 1999 (the “Effective Date”), by and between New England Telephone and Telegraph Company, d/b/a Bell Atlantic - Massachusetts (“BA”), a New York corporation with offices at 185 Franklin Street, Boston, Massachusetts, 02110, Arch Paging, Inc. (“Arch”), a Delaware corporation with offices at 1800 West Park Drive, Suite 250, Westborough, MA 01581-3912,  and Mobile Communications Corporation of America (“MCCA”; Arch and MCCA, collectively, “Arch/MCCA”), a Delaware corporation with offices at 1800 West Park Drive, Suite 250, Westborough, MA 01581-3912 (BA, Arch and MCCA, each individually, a “Party” and, collectively, the “Parties”).


WHEREAS, Arch/MCCA has requested that BA make available to Arch/MCCA Interconnection service and unbundled Network Elements upon the same terms and conditions as provided in the Interconnection Agreement For Narrowband Commercial Mobile Radio Service (NCMRS) between Paging Network of Massachusetts, Inc. and BA, effective as of December 1, 1998, for Massachusetts, approved by the Department under Section 252 of the Act and attached as Appendix 1 hereto (the “Separate Agreement”); and


WHEREAS, BA has undertaken to make such terms and conditions available to Arch/MCCA hereby only because of, and to the extent required by, Section 252(i) of the Act;


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, Arch/MCCA and BA, intending to be legally bound, hereby agree as follows:

Incorporation of Appendix by Reference

1.1
Except as expressly stated herein, the terms and conditions of the Separate Agreement, as it is in effect on the date hereof after giving effect to operation of law (but without giving effect to any amendment thereof), are incorporated by reference in their entirety herein and form an integral part of this Agreement.

References in Appendix 1 hereto to Paging Network of Massachusetts, Inc. or to PageNet shall for purposes of this Agreement be deemed to refer to Arch/MCCA.

References in Appendix 1 hereto to the “Effective Date”, the date of effectiveness thereof and like provisions shall for purposes of this Agreement be deemed to refer to the date first written above.  Unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of the Separate Agreement, this Agreement shall continue in effect until the later of the date (a) of expiration of the initial term of the Separate Agreement (which, for avoidance of any doubt, is December 1, 2000) or (b) the Separate Agreement is otherwise terminated or expires.

Clarifications
2.1
For the avoidance of any doubt, no amendment or modification to the Separate Agreement is incorporated into this Agreement.  Arch/MCCA acknowledges that, pursuant to the terms of the Separate Agreement, BA and PageNet amended the Separate Agreement to set new Reciprocal Compensation rates for transport and termination of Local Traffic by PageNet thereunder, based upon a review of PageNet’s interconnection architecture with BA’s network and study of PageNet’s forward-looking costs of transport and termination of such traffic, and that neither Arch norMCCA nor Arch/MCCA has a right to adopt such amendment.  Arch/MCCA further acknowledges that neither Arch norMCCA nor Arch/MCCAhas a right to adopt such new Reciprocal Compensation rates and, instead, that to the extent that Arch,MCCA or Arch/MCCA wishes to have Reciprocal Compensation rates other than those set forth in the Separate Agreement (without giving to any amendment or modification thereof), Arch,MCCA or Arch/MCCA, as the case may be, must prepare a study of its forward-looking costs of transport and termination of Local Traffic and demonstrate that it is maintaining Efficient Interconnection (as such term is defined in the Separate Agreement) with BA’s network, all in accordance with the applicable terms of the Separate Agreement.

2.2
The Parties agree that if any judicial or regulatory authority of competent jurisdiction determines (or has determined) that BA is not required to furnish any service or item or provide any benefit to Telecommunications Carriers otherwise required to be furnished or provided to Arch, MCCA or Arch/MCCA hereunder, then BA may, at its sole option, avail itself of any such determination by providing written notice thereof to Arch/MCCA. 

2.3
The entry into, filing and performance by BA of this Agreement does not in any way constitute a waiver by BA of any of the rights and remedies it may have to seek review of any of the provisions of the Separate Agreement, or to petition the Department, other administrative body or court for reconsideration or reversal of any determination made by any of them, or to seek review in any way of any portion of this Agreement in connection with Arch/MCCA’s election under Section 252(i) of the Act. 

2.4
Arch and MCCA shall be jointly and severally liable for any and all of the obligations, duties and liabilities of Arch, MCCA and both Arch and MCCA under or arising under this Agreement.

2.5
Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Agreement, BA shall have no obligation to perform under this Agreement at any time during which Arch or MCCA has not obtained a valid radio license from the FCC as required by FCC regulations as a condition for providing commercial mobile radio service in the licensed area of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts as a narrowband commercial mobile radio carrier.
