Middle and high school students
from Fall River Public Schools recently
attended the One8 Applied Learning
Showcase at The TRACK at New Bal-
ance in Boston, where students from
across Massachusetts presented pro-
jects focused on STEM, civies, history,
and applied learning to more than 500
industry professionals, according to a
community announcement.

A team of sixth-graders from Morton
Middle School was selected as the Win-
ning Project for Investigating History at
the 2026 One8 Applied Learning Show-
case.

Students Cora Farias, Keliany Vieira,
Michael Louime, and Sophia Santos
presented their Unit 3 Summative pro-
ject, “Ancient African Societies,” as part
of their Investigating History curricu-

lum under the guidance of social studies
instructional coach Soklim Chhean.

According to One8, the team’s pres-
entation represented “exemplary stu-
dent work” and stood out for its creativ-
ity, collaboration, critical thinking, per-
sistence, and presentation skills.

As part of the recognition, the stu-
dents will also have the opportunity to
visit the Museum of African American
History in Boston and participate in a
conversation about museum curation.

“This is an incredible accomplish-
ment, and we are so proud of the way
these students represented Morton
Middle School and Fall River Public
Schools,” according to the announce-
ment.

“Did you know that the OG Nite Owl
was actually a food truck?” he shared in
a March 24 post. According to Leves-
que, the Nite Owl was initially located in
‘Worcester Lunch Car No. 786, until the
diner was built 70 years ago.

Now listed on the city’s Register of
Significant Structures, it was built in
1956 by DeRaffele Manufacturing Co. of
New Rochelle, New York, the same com-
pany that built Al Mac’s Diner on Presi-
dent Avenue.

“As disappointing as it was to not
open the inside to the public I do find it
interesting that it has come full circle
back to the food truck concept,” he add-

Having been closed for over a decade
now, and the target of vandalism while
it sat empty, the building has also been

undergoing an extensive overhaul in-
side and out over the past few months,
gearing up for its anticipated May open-
ing.

The owl sign was taken down at the
end March and is slated to be glammed
up and restored before the eatery’s de-
but.

No official opening date has been
confirmed just yet, but sneak peeks of
the menu are expected to be teased on
their Facebook page soon.

‘While Nite Owl fans nostalgic for its
unique hot cheese sandwiches — its
ownFallRiverinvention - diner fareand
longtime menu staples ConeyIsland hot
dogs, might be upset they won't find
these items on the menu.

However, Levesque promises exeit-
ing things for the next chapter of the
Nite Owl that's being “built with respect

for the past — and with a vision for the
future.”

“This isn't about erasing the Owl —
it’s about bringing the building back to
life in a way that's realistic, sustainable,
and true to my vision,” Levesque noted
in response to a social media comment
on restaurant changes.

Some things at Nite Owl will be dif-
ferent, the restauranteur recently not-
ed, but “the goal has always been the
same: bringlife back to an iconic spotin
the Flint and create something worth
gathering around again.”

Levesque has previously said he
hopes the Nite Owl's comeback plays an
integral part in Flint revitalization ef-
forts, with an eye toward making Pleas-
ant Street a food and shopping destina-
tionsimilar to tourist spots like Newport
and Providence.
