Expandingona popular outdoor diningand
entertainment program that firstemerged
during the pandemic, the city of Northamp-
ton will set up a new downtownlive music:
stage this summer in hopes of drawing more
‘people to the city center.

‘The stage, behind the Northampton Brew-
exy, willjoin performarnce spaces established
in recent summers onStrong Avenueand Ma-
sonic Street. Once set uparound Memorial
Day they will forma triangle of outdoor arts
andentertainment venues spread across the
Paradise City's business core.

“Ithinkit'sagreat idea,”said Ward 3 City
‘Councilor James Nash, who represents about
half of the center of Northampton. “Any-
thing that gets people downtown and moving
around downtown adds to the vibrancy.”

Inthe summer of 2021, as indoor dining re-
‘bounded from the first stage of the pandemic,
the city cordoned offtwo blocks of Strong Av-
‘enue, which juts off Main Street near the east-
end entrance to downtown Northampton.

Strong Avenue restaurantsset up tables in
the pedestrian-only space, ity offcals added
public eating, and perfomers graced a small
stage multiple days each weck.

Billed as “Summer onStrong,”the space
wasahit.

Last year, theccity added another outdoor
diningand performance and events space at
the other end of downtown, outside [conica
Social Clubinthe Masonic Street Parking
Lot. They dubbed it Masonic Street Live.
