Project Description

The Children’s Medical Center Corporation (“Applicant”), located at 300 Longwood Avenue, Boston, MA 02115 is filing a Notice of Determination of Need (“Application”) with the Massachusetts Department of Public Health for its facility The Children’s Hospital Corporation (d/b/a/ Boston Children’s Hospital or “hospital”), a Massachusetts charitable corporation, for projects that meet the definition of a Conservation Project.   The Hospital engages in the delivery of pediatric care, research, training and community service. The Hospital’s clinicians deliver care throughout an owned network of licensed facilities, as well as staffing partnerships with affiliated providers in the community.   This Application includes projects that will impact those areas under the Hospital licensure located at the main campus (“Longwood Campus”) as well as our Lexington, Peabody, North Dartmouth and Waltham satellite locations. The Longwood campus includes inpatient, outpatient, research and administrative space and serves approximately 21,669 discharges and 387,000 outpatient visits, annually.  The Waltham campus includes surgical inpatient beds supported by six operating rooms and additional outpatient specialty services.  The Waltham campus serves approximately 843 discharges and 129,000 outpatient visits, annually.  The Lexington and Peabody campuses includes outpatient specialty services and annually serves approximately 23,200 and 35,600 outpatient visits, respectively. 

The projects included in this Application are designed to keep the licensed hospital space in good working order. The maximum capital expenditure for this conservation application is $26,498,000.   Specifically, the projects are intended to sustain and restore facility components that include the following areas:

1. Sterile Processing  ($9,956,000)
2. Building Restoration ($9,560,000)
3. Radiology ($6,235,000)
4. Various Outpatient Areas ($747,000)

Sterile Processing

[bookmark: _Hlk144124775]The Sterile Processing Department (SPD) is the area in the hospital where cleaning and sterilization of devices used in medical procedures takes place.  Instruments are decontaminated, cleaned, disinfected, and sterilized.   Once sterilized, the instrument is placed in storage until needed again for a procedure.   

The proposed project will include a 2,440 SF+ renovation of existing Level 2 Sterile Processing Department in Waltham.  The renovation will include the removal of existing SPD equipment including washers, sterilizers and decontamination sinks. Removal and replacement of existing Clean and Soiled) Dumb-Waiters, within existing shafts will also be included in scope. In addition, the Decontamination and Sub Sterile rooms will be reconfigured to optimize work flow. The Trash room will be repurposed for new MEP risers. The reconfiguration will include all required demolition followed by new walls, architectural finishes, electrical, lighting, mechanical, and plumbing and fire protection systems required for reconfigured Decontamination, Sub-Sterile spaces, and new SPD equipment. The Project will be completed in two phases; an enabling phase in which infrastructure will be provided to a temporary SPD trailer, and to relocated scope washers on Level 3. The second phase will be the primary scope of work on Level 2 as described above. 
These renovations will enable the replacement of the equipment that is at or past the intended life expectancy and is frequently out of service for repairs. Specifically, 
· The life expectancy of the sterilizers is roughly 15,000 cycles, and a recent recording of the cycle count for the two sterilizers onsite are 17,290 and 20,082 cycles. 
· Most washers are designed to perform for 8-10 years. Older washers use a larger amount of water (up to 98.8 gallons per cycle), while new washers use approximately 35.5 gallons. Over the course of a year, based on 10 cycles per day, new washers could save approximately 165,000 gallons of water. New washers also allow for the use of newer, more efficient chemistries for cleaning that are not available with these old washers. 
· Older low temperature sterilizers have to run on advanced cycles, with only 1 or 2 items per loads. These cycles are more prone to having cycles fail, requiring rework and wasted supplies. With new machines, we are able to run up to 16 items in a load, with higher reliability and using less consumables.

 The intended upgrade will allow for reduced turnaround times, greater safety, and faster, more efficient and reliable services to all departments who require sterile processing to foster the administration of patient care. This will enhance the ability to provide optimal service to patients.

Building Restoration

A small number of children’s hospitals provide highly specialized pediatric care; these regional quaternary care centers comprise the peer group for the Hospital. The following chart provides benchmarking information about the size and physical plant of the Hospital and its peers.  The information in the chart demonstrates that the Hospital is older than that of comparable institutions and therefore, requires capital annually to maintain the usefulness of the building and ensure compliance with modern day regulations.

Therefore, bi-annually, the Hospital engages in an in-depth evaluation of all major components of its buildings (substructure, superstructure, exterior enclosures, roofing, etc.) considered in the Infrastructure Condition Index (ICI) as defined by the U.S. Department of Commerce. The evaluation produces a series of priority recommendations to guide management of projects that need immediate action to future needs over the next five to ten years.  Management uses this information to ensure that funds from the annual capital routine budget are directed to renovation projects with the highest priority in the context of its annual preventive maintenance and renewal of its facilities.  Generally, the facilities are showing wear and tear in a variety of areas including walls, floors, ceilings and millwork.  These items will be replaced, repaired or modified as required. Heating and AC systems will be replaced with more energy efficient units. 
The evaluation of the Longwood campus has demonstrated that $8,060,000 of capital is required for replacement and upgrades to utilities, transformers, air handlers, and facility automation systems.  

The evaluation of the Waltham facilities has demonstrated that $500,000 of capital is required for upgrades to roofs, stairwells, hot water systems, sprinklers, flooring, and renewal of the utility substation, replacement of a transformer, and other small projects to maintain the facility. 

Finally, the Applicant has a submitted a $1m contingency request to address unforeseen issues that arise during the normal course of business.  The Applicant will supply a detailed accounting of any such use of that $1m contingency during the reporting period upon request from the Department of Public Health. 

In general, the proposed projects are necessary for the Applicant to comply with either Federal or State regulations or standard upkeep of its facilities. 



Radiology Department

The Hospital has a multi-year operational, facility and financial plan to renovate its current radiology suite on both the Longwood, Lexington, Peabody, and North Dartmouth campuses.  The plan allows the Hospital to effectively renew its current imaging services as they pass end of life capabilities while allowing for the delivery of care to continue.  Any renovation associated with DoN Required Equipment will be submitted separately.   The Hospital is including $6,235,000 in architectural and design fees as it continues to develop plans for the future renewal of the imaging suites across the four locations.  The architectural and design fees by location are summarized below:
