RE: Notice of Final Action DON Application #UMMHC-22042514-HE Dear Attorney Bloom,
At their meeting of November 9, 2022, the Commissioner and the Public Health Council, acting together as the Department, voted pursuant to M.G.L. c.111, §25{c) and the regulations adopted thereunder, to approve the Determination of Need application filed by UMass Memorial Health Care, Inc. {Applicant) located at One Biotech Park, 365 Plantation Street Worcester, MA for a Substantial Capital Expenditure and Substantial Change in Service at UMass Memorial Medical Center {UMMMC) for the following:
· Renovation of a six-story building adjacent to UMMMC's University Campus that will contain 72 additional medical/surgical (M/S) beds, one additional computed tomography {CT) unit, and shell space for future build out to accommodate clinical services.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Shell space: 2,180 square feet represents net/interior square footage, but the total amount of gross square footage is 2,280.] 

· The addition of 19 M/S beds on UMMMC's Memorial Campus.
· Other renovation projects at UMMMC's Memorial Campus to improve the existing services and facilities. [footnoteRef:2] [2:  The other renovation projects consist of the expansion of morgue services, and the replacement of a Nuclear Medicine Machine with a larger machine, and renovations of existing space to accommodate the larger machine.] 


This Notice of Final Action incorporates by reference the Staff Report, and the Public Health Council proceedings concerning this application, all of which are incorporated herein by reference.

This Determination of Need Application was reviewed pursuant to M.G.L. c. 111, § 25{c), and the regulatory provisions of 105 CMR 100.000 et seq. Based upon a review of the materials, the
 

Department found that the Applicant has met each DoN factor with conditions and approves this Determination of Need application for a substantial capital expenditure for the Proposed Project of
$143,242,167.00. The total required Community Health Initiative (CHI) contribution is $7,162,108.35.

In compliance with the provisions of 105 CMR 100.310 A (2) and (11) the Holder shall submit an acknowledgment of receipt to the Department (attached) and include a written attestation of participation or intent to participate in MassHealth.

In compliance with 105 CMR 100.310(A)(12), which requires a report to the Department, at a minimum on an annual basis, including the measures related to achievement of the DoN factors for a period of five years from completion of the Proposed Project, the Holder shall address its assertions with respect to all the factors.

Other Conditions to the DoN

1. Of the total required CHI contribution of $7,162,108.35
a. $1,754,716.54 will be directed to the CHI Statewide Initiative
b. $5,264,149.64 will be dedicated to local approaches to the DoN Health Priorities
c. $143,242.17 will be designated as the administrative fee.
2. To comply with the Holder's obligation to contribute to the Statewide CHI Initiative, the Holder must submit a check for $1,754,716.54 to Health Resources in Action (the fiscal agent for the CHI Statewide Initiative).
i. The Holder must submit the funds to HRiA within 30 days from the date of the Notice of Approval.
ii. The Holder must promptly notify DPH (CHI contact staff) when the payment has been made.

tava.

The T&G has reached
out to the department for
comment. Court records
show Srivastava has been
charged criminally at
least four times in West-
borough District Court
since 2018, including alle-
gations of assaulting and
threatening family mem-
bers, and that mental
health has been at issue
frequently during court
proceedings.

Missing 911 tape

Audio from the July 15
case, in which Srivastava
was accused of attacking
a stranger with a ma-
chete, shows that the
case never got started af-
ter the prosecutor real-
ized he didn’t have a 911
tape.

Srivastava, who Mur-
ray told the judge now
goes by the name Sasha
Srivastava and uses her/
she pronouns, was ac-
cused of seriously injur-
ing the stranger in a
‘Westborough movie
theater  parking lot
around 6:20 p.m. on Sept.
13, 2022.

The injured man told
police Srivastava at-
tacked him with a ma-
chete after circling his
car, then drove away.

On July 15, Murray ar-
gued that while he in-
tended to argue Srivasta-
va was not criminally re-
sponsible due to mental
illness, the prosecution
would also have an issue
with “identification” —
that is, proving that the
defendant was the per-

son who committed the
crime.

According to the court
discussion, the injured
man, though in the court-
house and willingto testi-
fy, was not able to identi-
fy Srivastava as the per-
son who attacked him,
and police had not, in the
wake of the attack, asked
the man to identify Sri-
vastava through a “sho-
wup,” or “identification
procedure.”

Reilly, the prosecutor,
told Stark when the hear-
ing beganthathehad a91l
tape he intended to use
that, coupled with testi-
mony from multiple po-
lice officers, supported
identification of Srivasta-
va as the culprit.

Reilly told the judge
that the 911 tape included
a description of the li-
cense plate of the assail-
ant's car, which a
Shrewsbury police lieu-
tenant who was “well fa-
miliar” with Srivastava
recognized.

Reilly said Shrewsbury
police went to Srivasta-
va's home and found the
car, with the same license
plate, running in the
driveway and Srivastava
in the backyard.

The car, police wrote in
court records, was regis-
tered to Srivastava.

Srivastava, Reilly told
the judge, met the “gener-
al description” the victim
would provide of the sus-
pect, though he acknowl-
edged the victim was un-
able to provide an in-
court identification.

Reilly then asked for,
and was granted, a recess
to get a player for the 911
tape.

However, when court
returned about 40 min-
utes later, Reilly stated
that he did not have the
tape.

Reilly told Stark the ar-
gument he'd intended to
make was “based on my

understanding, or belief,
that I had the 911 call.”

“The case, Your Honor,
as the court can see, is al-
most three years old,”
Reilly continued. “There
was discovery that was
requested of the West-
borough Police Depart-
ment. I don’t have that 911
call.

“I looked in the file,
Your Honor — I learned
yesterday that the case
was on for trial today —
and I can't say that it was
requested.

“I'm assuming that it
was. I don’t have the re-
quest form. I don’t have
the 91l. So I don’t have
that to present to the
court.”

After questioning from
Stark, Reilly stated that
he was therefore not able
to “move forward,” and
Stark dismissed the case
due to lack of prosecu-
tion.

Westborough chief:
No record of recent
requests for tape
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Reached for comment
Sept. 3, Westborough Po-
lice Chief Todd Minardi
told the T&G that his de-
partmenthas no record of
arequest for a 911 tape in
the case from prosecutors
in the past two years.

Minardi said if asked
for the tape, the depart-
ment would have provid-
ed it.

He said he was looking
into whether the tapehad
ever been requested,
adding that the staff
member he initially con-
tacted who deals with
such requests had only
been in that role for two
years.

Minardi said a report-
er's call Sept. 3 was the
first he had heard of the
issue. Asked about no
identification procedure
being performed, he said
hewould lookinto thecir-
cumstances of the case.

A spokesperson for
District Attorney Joseph
D. Early Jr. declined to
comment, directing a re-
porter to a previous state-
ment in which the office
said it would be “inappro-
priate to comment on a
prior case or the current
case pursuantto our rules
of professional conduct,
specifically 3.6 and 3.8,
while the current case is
pending.”

Murray, who previous-
ly told the T&G the case
had been handled appro-
priately at the court-
house, including by pros-

ecutors, repeated the
sentiment when contact-
ed Sept. 3.

“Everybody in the

building in Westborough
did their job,” he said. He
declined to comment on
the police not conducting
an identification proce-
dure.

Murray, asked wheth-
er there were breakdowns
in the process, noted that
the Department of Men-
tal Health had released
Srivastava multiple times
in recent years after a
judge had ordered her
committed.

Srivastava, who was
sworn in briefly prior to
trial July 15 to agree to
having Stark hear the
case rather than a jury,
was asked by a judge
about whether she had
mental health issues.

Srivastava initially re-
plied no, and then said
she hadn’t been diag-
nosed with any mental
illnesses, prompting
Stark to again ask if she
had any mental health is-
sues.

“I guess,” Srivastava
replied, before Murray,
interjecting, told the
judge that Srivastava had
“multiple” diagnoses,
which he did not name,
that he planned to use in
Srivastava’s defense.

Questions remain

Peter Elikann, a veter-
an Boston criminal de-

fense attorney, told the
T&G that evaluating what
happened in the July 15
case would require more
information than it ap-
pears is currently public.

He said it would be
“important to determine
the backstory behind
why this 911 audio was not
available,” as well as the
issue regarding the lack
of police identification
procedures.

Elikann noted that dis-
missals due to lack of
prosecution would not
prevent prosecutors from
bringing the case again.

He also questioned
whether the criminal jus-
tice system, locally and
nationally, is properly
equipped to handle cases
involving mental illness.

“It would be helpful in
the future if a nationwide
effort was made” to better
handle the mentally ill, he
said, “because they are
often the source of cer-
tain crimes that could
hopefully be avoided if
(the issues) were ad-
dressed early on rather
than ignored.”

In Massachusetts,
people found not guilty
due to mental illness are
generally sent for mental
health evaluations in a
state institution; authori-
ties can then petition a
court to order them con-
fined to mental health fa-
cilities if they believe the
person is still a danger to
themselves or others.

Monarez refused to rub-
ber-stamp  unscientific
directives from her boss,
Health and Human Ser-
vices Secretary Robert F.
Kennedy Jr.

Three senior CDC
leaders subsequently re-
signed in protest, and
more than 1,000 current
and former HHS staffers
are callingonKennedy to
resign or be fired.

“No matter what hap-
pens with Robert Kenne-
dy and the federal gov-
ernment, we are going to
make sure vaccines re-
main available in Massa-
chusetts,” Healey said in
a prepared statement.
“We are working to en-
sure that all pharmacies
make the vaccine avail-
able as soon as possible.”

AU.S. Health and Hu-
man Services statement
criticized “blue states”
for misguided vaccine
policies while stating
HHS will make decisions
based on sound science.

“Democrat-run states
that pushed unscientific
school lockdowns, tod-
dler mask mandates and
draconian vaccine pass-
ports during the COVID
era completely eroded
the American people’s
trust in public health
agencies,” the statement
reads. “ACIP remains the
scientific body guiding
immunization  recom-

mendations in this coun-
try, and HHS will ensure
policy is based on rigor-
ous evidence and gold
standard science, not
the failed politics of the
pandemic.”

Worcester's  health
and human services
commissioner, Dr. Ma-
tilde Castiel, supports
Healey’s move to expe-
dite booster access.

“We deal with data,
and COVID cases are not
over, even deadly cases,”
said Castiel. “We always
let people decide what
they want to do, but we
have to show that the
COVID vaccine is impo-
rant for everyone in our
community.”

Nearly15% of Worces-
ter residents are vacci-
nated against COVID-19,
according to the Massa-
chusetts Department to
Public Health. It's nearly
21% statewide. Some re-
ports indicate a booster
provides limited protec-
tion for someone who is
already vaccinated or
has contracted COVID.

CVS is aware of Hea-
ley’s standing order and
is waiting for direction
from the Massachusetts
Board of Registration in
Pharmacy, accordingto a
company spokesperson.
Blue Cross Blue Shield of
Massachsuetts is taking
the same approach, said
a spokewoman.
