The Board took its morning recess at 10:45 a.m. and resumed its meeting at 10:54 a.m.


Per the decision of Board Chair Dr. Stephen DuLong, the M.G.L. c. 112, §65 session was moved to the end of the meeting.


The Board recessed for lunch at 12:25 p.m. and resumed its meeting at 1:01 p.m.

Discussion of Expanded Function Dental Assistant Licensure Requirements:

Upon the invitation of the Board, the following guests participated in the discussion with the Board on this issue:


Dr. Sherin Tooks, Director on behalf of the Commission on Dental Accreditation 


Ms. Michelle Smith, Manager of Allied Dental Education on behalf of the Commission on Dental Accreditation


Cathryn Albrecht, Esq., Senior Associate General Counsel on behalf of the Commission on Dental Accreditation


Patricia Illsley, M.Ed., Director on behalf of the Southeastern Technical Institute


Jill Ferris, Instructor on behalf of the Southeastern Technical Institute



Ms. Young began the discussion by explaining the history of dental assistant licensure since the process began in October 2014 and noted she had a discussion with representatives of the Southeastern Technical Institute (STI) in early 2015 regarding the school’s status as a “CODA-accredited expanded functions dental assisting program.”  Ms. Young noted that since early 2015 STI graduates have been licensed as expanded functions dental assistants (EFDA) upon proof of their graduation from STI and proof of their current Dental Assisting National Board (DANB) certification.  Ms. Young noted that only approx. three to four dozen dental assistants, out of the more than 12,000 dental assistant licenses issued since Oct. 2014, have been licensed as EFDA.  However Ms. Young noted that in late 2019 she learned, after speaking to Dr. Tooks and Ms. Smith that no such accreditation is offered by CODA but rather CODA only accredits dental assisting programs throughout the US as “entry-level.”  Consequently Ms. Young informed the Board no dental assistant has been licensed as EFDA since early 2020 so that the Board would have the opportunity to revisit the qualifications for licensure as EFDA.  
Ms. Young noted STI graduates are being licensed as formally trained as they have graduated from a CODA-accredited dental assisting program.  Further, Ms. Young asked the Board to also revisit the requirement of current DANB certification as that certification adds its own requirements and costs to the costs of attending a CODA-accredited program and obtaining a license from the Board with no apparent benefits to the individual dental assistant.  


Ms. Stultz agreed with Ms. Young regarding the DANB requirements but noted this issue is too involved to tackle during a regular Board meeting and suggested the Board form a taskforce to review this issue.  



Dr. Tooks thanked the Board for the opportunity to address this issue and confirmed speaking with Ms. Young in late 2019.  Dr. Tooks noted a program may offer expanded functions training to their students and directed the Board to its standards on education, specifically standard 2.11.  Dr. Tooks noted that if a program offers expanded functions training, then the program must be in compliance with the dental board of its state and that some state dental boards require extra training on expanded functions, i.e. a post-graduate course after a dental assistant has obtained experience in a dental practice.  Dr. Tooks also referenced a self-study document that is produced by each program that offers expanded functions training but explained CODA is not authorized to release that study but the school may do so.  



Ms. Stultz asked if a program could pick and choose what expanded functions skills to teach; Dr. Tooks replied that it may do so noting that whatever skills the program decides to teach, those skills must be compliant with the standard set by the state dental board.  Ms. Stultz asked if the program must teach the skill to the level of clinical competency; Dr. Tooks replied the state dental board will determine the level of competency required noting a school may need to lengthen its program to teach the skill to the level expected by the state.  Ms. Ferris explained STI teaches these skills to its students during a second semester class/lab but noted some of the skills are only taught to the preclinical or laboratory level of competency.  Ms. Young asked about STI’s faculty who teaches these skills; Ms. Illsley replied STI had a dentist on their faculty but that dentist retired last year and has not been replaced as STI didn’t think it was necessary to replace that dentist as the school only teaches these skills to a preclinical level of competency.  Ms. Ferris noted she contacted the state’s dept. of education who did not indicate a dentist on faculty was required and likened their program to a culinary arts program.



Ms. Ferris noted STI does have an orthodontist teach their students the skills necessary to practice in an orthodontic practice.  Ms. Young asked if STI’s students practice on a manikin or on live patients; Ms. Ferris replied the students practice on each other or in a clinical setting at a private dental office.



Ms. Young asked the Board how it would like to proceed with reviewing this issue; Dr. DuLong replied a taskforce with a proscribed agenda is a good idea and asked Ms. Young to add this issue to the agenda for the next Board meeting in September.  Dr. DuLong thanked the guests for joining today’s Board meeting.

	Ms. El-Majdoubi informed the Board the licensee denies practicing as a dental assistant explaining she only worked at the front desk.  Ms. El-Majdoubi noted the licensee’s dental employer confirmed the licensee’s report.
Dr. DuLong noted he has an issue with DAs who claim they only worked as a dental assistant for blank months or they only worked at the front desk when they are licensed.  Dr. DuLong suggested once a DA is licensed, then the DA should be required to maintain that license.  Ms. Stultz agreed but noted that requirement is not included in the Board’s regulations.  Ms. Young noted the period of practice on an expired license is typically discovered when the DA submits a reactivation application that includes a resume that indicates the dates a DA was employed.  Atty. Leadholm agreed noting the investigator must then speak with the DA’s dental employer to determine the dates of unlicensed practice and duties while employed.  

Dr. DuLong noted the one sentence response from this licensee’s dental employer is not sufficient; Atty. Leadholm agreed noting the case should have been investigated further.  Ms. El-Majdoubi asked what could have been done differently; Ms. Young suggested asking a dental employer what happens when a DA is on vacation or when staff calls in sick, etc.  Atty. Leadholm also suggested scheduling an investigative conference with the DA.

Update on the CDCA/ADEX dental hygiene exam



Dr. DuLong noted he does not have enough data on the manikin-based dental hygiene exam to offer any suggestion.  Ms. Stultz noted Ms. Haluch recently participated in one of these exams.  Ms. Haluch stated some students appeared to have difficulty with the manikin-based exam but she would like to see how this exam will be graded.  Ms. Stultz agreed but noted the students could use an ultrasonic scaler on the blackened calculus on the manikin until the calculus was gone.  Ms. Stultz noted the students liked the manikin-based exam because it was easier.  Ms. Haluch noted the manufacturer may change the color of the calculus deposit and that the hygiene students only scaled the third or fourth quadrants and probed the first or second quadrants.  Dr. DuLong noted this exam is very different from the periodontics exam for dentists and suggested not making any decisions until more data is available.

Update on the WREB restorative exam



Dr. DuLong noted the artificial tooth used in the WREB exam is very different from the artificial tooth used in the CDCA/ADEX exam and is not comparable.  Dr. DuLong noted only six BUSDM students took the WREB exam this year and the school does not expect any students to take the exam next year.  Dr. DuLong suggested continuing to accept the manikin-based exam but Ms. Stultz asked why the Board should do so if the exam is inferior.  The Board took no action to extend its recent policy regarding the acceptability of this exam.
