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This report summarizes the findings of the Survey of Sexual Violence, State Juvenile Systems Summary Form as submitted to the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) for the time period of January 1, 2012 – December 31, 2012.

For this time period, in accordance with the parameters required by the survey, the Massachusetts Department of Youth Services operated fifty-three (53) facilities that housed juveniles overnight.  

On December 31, 2012 there were a total of 402 persons held at these facilities.  Of the 402, 358 were male and 44 were female; 373 were age 17 or younger and 29 were ages 18-20 years old.  

From January 1, 2012 – December 31, 2012, 2136 persons were admitted to or discharged from these facilities.  

Using the definitions as provided by the BJS standards, the following acts were reported through the DYS Central Office Communication Information Center (CIC) and investigated under the direction of the DYS Investigation Unit of the General Counsel’s Office.  At the end of 2012, there were no continuing investigations into these matters.
1)
Nonconsensual Sexual Acts: 2

Two nonconsensual sexual acts were reported for the above time period.  Both were determined to be unfounded.  

2)
Abusive Sexual Acts: 2

Two abusive sexual acts were reported for the above time period.  One was found to be substantiated and one was found to be unsubstantiated.  With respect to the substantiated report, which was a youth-on-youth abusive sexual act, an internal investigation was immediately initiated.  Based on findings of the investigation, the alleged perpetrator was placed on an individualized program to ensure the safety and security of the other residents.  This plan was evaluated on a daily basis by the Clinical Director and floor staff and updated accordingly.  The alleged perpetrator’s willingness to cooperate with the plan was continuously monitored.

3)
Staff Sexual Misconduct: 1

One act of staff sexual misconduct was reported for the above time period. It was determined to be unfounded.

Staff Sexual Harassment: 0

There were no reports of staff sexual harassment during the above time period.  
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
