“Good morning, my name is James DeVita, President of the Massachusetts Board of

Registration in Pharmacy. This morning the Board will be convening for its routine

monthly meeting. As is customary in ongoing investigations, the Board will receive a

closed-session briefing from our general counsel on the matters surrounding the
recent outbreak of Aspergillus meningitis that has been tied to the New England 

Compounding Center (NECC). No information on the NECC or the meningitis

outbreak will be discussed in our open meeting today. On behalf of the Board, I first

want to express our deepest sympathy for the patients and their families who have

been caught up in this tragic outbreak. I also want to acknowledge the staff of the

Department of Public Health, including the Board of Pharmacy, whose rapid response

and expert engagement in collaboration with colleagues from the CDC and the FDA

has ensured that NECC voluntarily surrendered its license and recalled all implicated

products. We will continue to apprise the public of our findings as the investigation

draws to conclusion, but at this time have no further information that we can release.
