Administrative Matters:

Reconsideration of Request for Approval of Updated CRDTS Clinical Competency Exams – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH


Ms. Richael Cobler, Ms. Kelly Mandella and Dr. Mark Edwards were present on behalf of the CRDTS exam agency for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.    Dr. Mina Paul was also present.  

Ms. Mandella reiterated CRDTS request that the Board eliminate its requirement of a passing score on the CDCA/WREB DSE and CSCE exams in addition to proof of a passing score on the CRDTS dental and dental hygiene clinical competency exams.  As proof, Ms. Mandella referenced the use of CRDTS’s occupational analysis in drafting its exam and noted there is no need for a passing score on the DSE and CSCE exams.   Ms. Stultz asked if the exam is performed on a manikin or on a live patient noting schools must sign up for one of the two formats; Ms. Mandella replied the candidates are given a tablet to take the OSCE and national board exams.  Dr. Scialabba asked why CRDTS is submitting this request now; Ms. Mandella replied because schools are submitting requests to reduce the costs of hosting and taking the exam.  Ms. Young noted the BUSDM has submitted a letter in support of CRDTS’s request.  

Dr. Mina Paul noted she is the past chair of the Board and is the Board’s representative to the ADEX exam.  Ms. Kimber Cobb was also present as the former dental hygiene director for the CDCA and noted the CDCA exam has been used for 50+ years as a clinical-based exam that is very detailed and includes questions on diagnosis and treatment planning.  Ms. Wilkie asked how often the psychometric evaluation of the CRDTS exam is completed; Ms. Mandella replied in 2018 and again in 2024.  Ms. Stultz noted she preferred the comprehensive nature of the ADEX exam.  Dr. Paul noted that since 2009 the CDCA exam has been patient-based and has also required the OSCE.  Dr. Paul reminded the Board its mandate is to protect the public noting CRDTS went to the Michigan dental board with the same request in 2024 and Michigan decided to no longer accept the CRDTS exam but require all licensure applicants to take the ADEX exam.  Ms. Cobler noted CRDTS accepted the OSCE in 2019 and recommended the Board undertake a side-by-side comparison of the CRDTS exam with other exams.  Ms. Wilkie asked how many states accept the CRDTS; Ms. Cobler replied 39 states accept the CRDTS dental exam and 41 states accept the CRDTS dental hygiene exam.   Dr. Edwards suggested a passing rate of 99% on these exams suggests the exam is compromised and noted the passing rate on the CRDTS exam is 80-90%.

However, Ms. Fishman noted the licensee has completed one hour of ethics and the ethics exam but the licensee’s name was not listed on the course certificate so the course is not acceptable.  Further, Ms. Fishman noted the licensee has yet to complete a risk management course.  The first violation of probation notice was issued to the licensee in March 2024 but Ms. Fishman noted the licensee still has not complied with all terms of the consent agreement.  Ms. Fishman noted she learned the licensee is working part-time as a dental assistant at a dental office.  Ms. Stultz questioned whether the licensee will ever comply with the terms of the consent agreement.  Dr. Trowbridge asked about the allegations in this complaint; Ms. Fishman replied the complaint was for unlicensed practice.

	Ms. El-Majdoubi informed the Board an unannounced inspection was conducted of the licensee’s dental office on 4/10/24 and multiple infection control and regulatory violations were found, i.e. the licensee was not conducting weekly spore tests, the licensee had no emergency drug kit or equipment, etc.  Ms. El-Majdoubi noted the licensee, a sole practitioner, had five autoclaves and each were missing three weeks of testing from March to April 2024.  Ms. El-Majdoubi noted the licensee has since remediated all deficiencies.  The licensee stated he was not present during the inspection and closed his office for four weeks to remediate the deficiencies but Ms. El-Majdoubi stated the licensee was present during the inspection but left the office.  

Dr. Trowbridge noted the licensee’s anesthetics were missing or expired for more than 2 yrs.  The licensee admitted he had no excuse and stated this situation would not happen again.  Ms. Stultz asked the licensee is he practiced without the assistance of a dental assistant; the licensee replied that is correct.  Dr. Scialabba noted instruments are no longer sterile once they are removed from the Statim autoclaves; the licensee replied only his surgical instruments were bagged.
