However, Ms. Heard stated the licensee states she only practiced dental assisting on an expired license from July to October 2021 as she was working at the front desk during the rest of this period.  Ms. Young asked Ms. Heard if she was able to confirm the licensee only worked as front desk staff as claimed; Ms. Heard replied she did confirm through the dentist employer’s payroll records for the licensee.  

Dr. Scialabba asked why this complaint was not resolved through the staff action policy on unlicensed practice cases; Ms. Heard replied because it was alleged the licensee practiced for two cycles on an expired license. Request for Review of Compliance/Violation of Probation -  Probation Dept. Coordinator Karen Fishman

The licensee was not present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.

Ms. Fishman informed the Board the licensee was placed on stayed probation for six months, effective 3/5/21, and noted the licensee failed to comply with the terms of her consent agreement that included remedial coursework in risk management (4 hours) and ethics (1 hour).  Ms. Fishman noted the licensee submitted her ethics course late and only completed 3 hours of coursework in risk management.  Ms. Fishman stated the licensee was sent two notices of violation with the opportunity to cure, in April 2021 and January 2022, but the licensee failed to respond to either notice.  However, Ms. Fishman noted that as of today the licensee has substantially complied with the terms of her consent agreement noting the Board had voted in April 2022 to find the licensee in violation of her probation and to extend her probationary period for three months but the licensee was never notified of that vote by board counsel.  Ms. Fishman recommended the Board vote to close this case as the licensee has substantially complied.  

Atty. Petrillo advised the Board if it voted to close the probation case, then that vote would negate the licensee’s remaining requirement to complete one additional hour of coursework in risk management.  Ms. Stultz asked if doing so would set a precedent for the Board; Atty. Petrillo replied it would but noted the Board’s original vote was three years ago and the licensee has substantially complied.  Ms. Stultz asked how many other cases are similarly situated; Atty. Petrillo replied she did not know the number but noted there is still a large backlog of cases assigned to board counsel.

	Ms. O’Connell informed the Board it received an anonymous complaint alleging the licensee was not following proper infection control protocols; an unannounced inspection was completed on 4/9/20 and several violations were discovered including missing equipment and expired medicaments.  Ms. O’Connell noted the licensee remediated all issues and spore test logs were acceptable.  Further, Ms. O’Connell noted the licensee did not become recertified in Basic Life Support during the 2018-2020 cycle but now holds current BLS certification.  Dr. Trowbridge asked if a dismissal would be appropriate; Atty. Petrillo replied it would be acceptable as the licensee remediated all issues.  However, Ms. Stultz noted the Board has never done that before as it considers the conditions in a licensee’s office at the time the inspection was completed.  Atty. Petrillo advised that in a just culture consideration, dismissing a complaint in this situation has been done by other BHPL boards and is an option for the Board.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the Board dismisses this complaint will it include a list of remedial coursework; Atty. Petrillo replied it will not.
