The applicant was present, via WebEx, for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.

Ms. Young reminded the Board it has previously considered similar requests and has voted to waive a passing score of “90” or higher on the TOEFL iBT exam when the applicants submitted overall scores of “88” and “89.”  Ms. Young noted Dr. Diniz has an overall score of “87” on this exam.  
Dr. Diniz thanked the Board for the opportunity to address its members and noted she has over 30 yrs. experience practicing as a pedodontist in Brazil and moved to the US in 2021.  Dr. Diniz noted she has been working as a licensed dental assistant at the community health center that is now interested in hiring her as a limited licensee.  Dr. Diniz noted she continues to work on her English skills everyday and indicated she does not have any difficulties communicating with patients and staff.  Ms. Stultz asked Dr. Diniz how many times she took the exam; Dr. Diniz replied our times noting she has done much better, scoring a “100” on the TOEFL, on the practice exams.
Ms. Stultz expressed concern the Board keeps lowering its standards.  Dr. Scialabba asked if Dr. Diniz was applying for full licensure; Dr. Diniz replied she is applying for a limited license dental intern license.  Dr. Scialabba responded he is comfortable with issuing a waiver as Dr. Diniz will be supervised by a licensed dentist.

Review of Policy on Ethics & Jurisprudence Exam as Standard in Consent Agreements and 30-Day Compliance Requirements – Board Counsel Jacqueline Petrillo, Esq. and Board Counsel Michael Egan, Esq.

Atty. Petrillo informed the Board she and Atty. Egan searched the Board’s history for an explanation why licensees are/were required to pass the ethics & jurisprudence exam within 30 days of the effective date of their consent agreements but were unable to find a justification for this time constraint.  Atty. Petrillo asked the Board to consider removing this 30-day clause 

from the language of its consent agreements noting that if a licensee does not pass the exam by the end date of their consent agreement, then the Board has grounds to move forward with a violation of probation.  Atty. Petrillo also noted she discovered the Board’s decision on whether to include the exam as a term of a proposed consent agreement is inconsistent.


Mr. Mills asked if the Board could vote to include this requirement as a standard requirement in all consent agreements; Dr. Trowbridge agreed.  But Atty. Petrillo advised the Board that is not recommended as the Board’s staff action policy regarding the resolution of certain complaints is different.  Ms. Young noted this requirement appears to be a vestige from a Board decision years before she joined DPH.  Ms. Wilkie noted there are two different issues: 1) whether to add the exam automatically to the language of all consent agreements and 2) if the exam is included, must the licensee complete the exam within 30 days.  Ms. Wilkie asked if the exam should be automatically included or should the Board add the exam to its motion/vote;  Atty. Petrillo responded the exam is not automatically included at this time.

Ms. Heard noted the licensee did provide his current ACLS certificate in June 2018.  But Dr. Scialabba noted the licensee renewed his individual permit and thus is required to maintain his ACLS certification; Dr. Trowbridge agreed.  
Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee to explain; the licensee replied Ms. Heard told him he needed to maintain his ACLS certification but reiterated his intention to only use local anesthesia.  The licensee indicated he has yet to deactivate his individual and/or facility permit for the administration of general anesthesia.  Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee the last time he administered general anesthesia; the licensee replied he could not recall when. Ms. Young informed the Board this matter has been postponed until the February 2023 Board meeting as the licensee’s attorney just provided documents yesterday that Ms. Bueno has not yet reviewed.  
Flex Session:
1. Ms. Stultz asked when the ethics & jurisprudence exam was last updated.  Mr. Mills replied in 2010 but noted the exam will need to be updated once the Board’s proposed changes to 234 CMR are promulgated.  On that note, Ms. Young noted the Board will be asked to promulgate those amended regulations and to set an effective date as the Board will need to inform the dental community what has been changed.  Dr. Scialabba asked if there is any way to get this issue expedited; Ms. Young replied she did not know as there has been a change in the administration.  Atty. Petrillo advised the Board it will likely be done sometime this year.  
2. Ms. Stultz asked if there was a way to put the ethics & jurisprudence exam online; Mr. Mills replied licensees are directed to send an email requesting a copy of the exam.  Ms. Young noted the bureau is moving towards an electronic platform for all license applications so the exam could be included in that program.  
3. Mr. Mills noted the Attorney Generals’ Office recently settled its suit with Aspen Dental for $3.5 million.  Dr. Scialabba agreed noting $750,000 of that settlement will be returned to patients.  
4. Ms. Young reminded the Board of the upcoming Yankee Dental Congress and indicated she will update the power point presentations and will send it to each Board member for review prior to the conference.  Ms. McKeon noted she may not be able to participate in the dental assisting course due to personal issues; Ms. Wilkie volunteered to assist if necessary.  

5. Dr. Scialabba asked for an update on the return to in-person meetings.  Mr. Mills replied the equipment is in place at 600 Washington Street and he has finished the necessary training but recommended the Board not schedule a hybrid meeting but Atty. Petrillo advised the Board while the order permitting virtual meetings remains in effect, the Board must offer a virtual option.  Ms. Young stated she needs to check on the internet status at 600 Washington Street as we cannot offer a hybrid meeting in the absence of a viable internet connection.  Ms. Stultz asked what the other boards are doing; Mr. Mills replied the other boards prefer virtual meetings.  Atty. Petrillo agreed noting the dental board is the only board seeking to resume in-person meetings.  

At 10:03 a.m., Dr. Scialabba announced that the Board will meet in a closed session as authorized for the purpose of discussing the reputation, character, physical condition or mental health, rather than the professional competence, of an individual, or to discuss the discipline or dismissal of, or complaints or charges brought against, a public officer, employee, staff member or individual.  Specifically, the Board will discuss and evaluate pending disciplinary complaints that involve patient records and the treatment of patients.  The Executive Session is closed to members of the public except as provided for in M.G.L. c. 30A, §21(a)(1).  At the conclusion of the Executive Session, the Board will enter a closed session pursuant to M.G.L. c. 112, §65C before returning to its General Session and adjourning the meeting for the day.
