Ms. Young informed the Board she had yet to finish writing up the minutes from this meeting and plans on submitting those minutes to the Board for its consideration during its next scheduled meeting in September.

Request for Consideration of Application to Reactivate Expired Dental Hygiene License – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

In re:  Ms. Rose A. Papagni-Brady, DH6556
The licensee was present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.

The licensee informed the Board she did work as a temporary dental hygienist until 2019 and noted she has been offered a position but must obtain her license first.  The licensee noted she was informed she may need to retake the dental hygiene clinical competency exam or complete the live, hands-on dental hygiene clinical refresher course but stated she cannot afford to do so and would need to wait until next year.  


Ms. Stultz asked the licensee if she worked with Dr. Greg An; the licensee replied she did from 2012-2015 when he was a fellow at the Harvard School of Dental Medicine.  Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee what she has done since 2019; the licensee replied she moved to Maine to help care for her grandson but recently moved back to Massachusetts.  Dr. Trowbridge asked the licensee if she worked as a hygienist in Maine; the licensee replied she did not.  Dr. Scialabba noted the letter from Dr. An, provided in support of the licensee’s reactivation application by the licensee, is quite outdated as the licensee moved to California approx. 15 years ago.  Ms. Stultz asked the licensee if any of the CEUs she recently completed were from hands-on clinical courses; the licensee replied they were not noting she completed more than the required 40 CEUs.  Ms. Haluch asked the licensee how often she worked as a temporary hygienist; the licensee replied twice per week.

	Ms. Mulligan informed the Board this licensee owns two dental practices and a medical spa noting the licensee’s website indicates the licensee provides esthetic procedures.  Ms. Mulligan noted the listed procedures are not limited to the orofacial area and that the licensee denies practicing beyond the scope of his authority as a licensed dentist.  Ms. Mulligan stated the licensee claims he has a medical doctor listed as the medical director but that physician informed Ms. Mulligan he has never visited the licensee’s dental practices or medical spa.  Further, Ms. Mulligan noted the physician informed her the licensee contacted him to ask if he’d like to become the owner of the licensee’s medical spa.  
Dr. Trowbridge noted the licensee uses the Board’s Botox policy as justification for undertaking some procedures but noted the licensee is wrong and is violating that policy.  Further, Dr. Trowbridge noted the licensee’s training is not certified by any recognized certifying body.  Atty. Hatch noted the physician is becoming the owner of the medical spa.  Dr. Trowbridge noted the Board’s policy on the use of Botox by dentists indicates the product may only be used as part of a patient’s comprehensive dental treatment plan but noted that is not what the licensee is doing in that the licensee’s is recruiting patients exclusively for cosmetic procedures.  Atty. Hatch replied the patients could be seen through the licensee’s dental practice and asked if the licensee needs to obtain a clinic license; Atty. Egan replied clinic licenses are beyond the Board’s authority.  Ms. Stultz asked if the licensee oversees the practice of RNs; Ms. Mulligan replied he does noting the licensee employs 3 RNs and an esthetician.  Dr. Scialabba suggested this matter be referred to other agencies such as the DPH Bureau of Health Care Safety and Quality.

	Ms. Stultz reported the work of the committee on dental hygiene licensure by foreign trained dentists is almost done and has been very productive.  Ms. Stultz noted the committee heard from Ms. Joyce Turcotte whose company has been retained by the Florida dental board to offer a remedial hands-on course to foreign trained dentists seeking dental hygiene license in Florida.  Ms. Stultz also noted the committee heard from several participants who generally thought it would be a good idea for these dentists to take such a course before attempting the dental hygiene clinical competency exam.  Ms. Stultz noted Ms. Turcotte indicated very few of the foreign trained dentists signing up for her course in Florida had training on dental hygiene procedures.  

Dr. Trowbridge asked if there was an update on promulgating the Board’s amendments to 234 CMR; Atty. Egan replied he may have an update later today and noted the regulations may be ready for the Board’s consideration during its July meeting.  Ms. Stultz asked if the Board will be able to review all of the proposed changes; Dr. Scialabba agreed noting the Board last viewed those proposed changes in 2022.  
Ms. Young noted a Complaint Committee meeting is scheduled for July 9th in lieu of a monthly Board meeting and asked who is available; Drs. Scialabba, Trowbridge and Rafia  and Ms. Stultz volunteered to participate in the Complaint Committee meeting.  Ms. Young noted the plan is to hold a half-day Board meeting followed by a half-day Complaint Committee meeting that day.
Ms. Stultz had a question about the length of time it is taking licensees to obtain a PDO permit; Ms. Young replied the assigned investigator has contacted each applicant.  Ms. O’Connell noted she did receive some information from a dentist who has applied for a PDO permit but that application is still incomplete.  Ms. O’Connell noted no hygienist has recently applied for a PDO permit to her knowledge.
