Request for Reconsideration of an Application for a Portable Dental Operation (PDO) Permit – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

In re:  Dr. Theresa Cleary


The licensee, Karen Hallisey-Pesa, Atty. Samara Bell and Atty. Jonathan Eskow were present for the discussion of the Board on this matter; the licensee answered all questions as appropriate.  

Dr. Scialabba noted, from the photographs provided by the licensee, that a toilet was still present in the room at her parent’s home that the licensee intended on using as her sterilization area.  But Ms. O’Connell stated the latest photographs from the licensee indicate that toilet has been removed; Ms. Stultz agreed.  Dr. Scialabba asked about the primary address for this permit; Ms. O’Connell replied the primary address listed on the application is the licensee’s home and the second address listed is the licensee’s parent’s home.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the business certificate was issued for the parent’s home; Ms. O’Connell replied it was issued to the primary address and noted the Town of Weston, MA has approved the site at the parent’s home.  

Atty. Egan asked whether a formally agreement, in writing, existed between the licensee and her parents on the use of the parent’s home; Atty. Eskow replied the licensee has been working with Ms. O’Connell for nearly a year and suggested the Board should approve the licensee’s PDO application.  Dr. Trowbridge replied the Board’s goal is to assure the safety of the public and questioned how the licensee’s proposed sterilization area complies with the CDC Guidelines, i.e. how will the licensee distinguish between the dirty and clean areas for instrument processing, will the washer and dryer present in the room be used by the licensee, where will the ultrasonic be used as a previous photograph showed the ultrasonic sitting on a shelf but a more recent photographs indicates the ultrasonic is sitting on top of the washer.  The licensee stated she will use a dedicated entrance into this room and will process instruments as required and noted the washer and dryer were given to her by her parents for her exclusive use as her parents wash their clothes elsewhere.  The licensee stated she will use the washer and dryer to clean her PPE (personal protective equipment).  
Atty. Eskow suggested the Board could place restrictions on the licensee’s PDO permit such as no washing PPE while the ultrasonic is being used.  However, Dr. Trowbridge noted that once the permit is issued, the Board’s concerns and limitations may not be followed.  Dr. Scialabba agreed and noted the licensee needs to have a dedicated sterilization area.  Ms. Stultz suggested the licensee needs clear signage, i.e. dirty area vs. clean area and also a drying station.  Dr. Trowbridge recommended the licensee review the CDC Guidelines for guidance on how to set up an appropriate sterilization area.  Atty. Eskow suggested an investigator inspect the licensee’s proposed set up but Ms. Young noted the investigators are not authorized to inspect an individual’s private home.  

Ms. Stultz asked the licensee if she worked with a consultant; the licensee replied she did.  Dr. Trowbridge suggested the licensee obtain a schematic plan detailing the layout of her sterilization area but Dr. Scialabba noted the Board is not a consultant.  Atty. Egan also suggested the licensee obtain a formal agreement from the licensee’s parents as to their approval of their home for the licensee’s intended purposes.

Request for Approval of a Proposed Course on Safe and Effective Opioid Prescribing/Pain Mgmt. by CE Zoom Partner, LLC - Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

Ms. Melissa Barbara was present on behalf of CE Zoom Partner, LLC and answered all questions as appropriate.  

Dr. Trowbridge asked in an approved course must be offered live; Ms. Young replied the course does not need to be live and referenced the “SCOPE of Pain” course offered online by the Boston Univ. School of Medicine as an example of a self-study, Board-approved course.  Ms. Stultz noted she completed the exam attached to the course and noted she passed the exam without actually taking the course.  Ms. Stultz stated she was not happy with the true/false format of the exam.  Ms. Barbara noted there a few true/false questions and a few multiple-choice questions that were created by the course instructors.  Ms. Stultz recommended the entire test should be offered in a multiple-choice format.  Dr. Trowbridge agreed noting the questions, as proposed, are too easy; Ms. Barbara replied the exam can be adapted.  Ms. Young asked if the proposed number of questions is acceptable; Ms. Stultz replied yes.  

Ms. Barbara stated she will work on amending the test based upon the Board’s concerns and will resubmit the exam and program to the Board.  Ms. Young indicated the Board is scheduled to meet again on December 4th and asked if the exam could be updated by then; Ms. Barbara replied that shouldn’t be a problem.

Ms. Stultz asked how often the licensee practiced; Ms. Heard replied multiple days during this period.  Dr. Trowbridge noted the dentist employer states the licensee was employed until June 2021 and did not return to his office until November 2021 but Ms. Heard noted the dentist employer’s payroll records indicate otherwise.

Ms. Mulligan stated there was no evidence the licensee was using cassettes.  Dr. Rafia asked if the only cassette in use was for implants; Ms. Mulligan replied yes.

Dr. Trowbridge asked if there was any update on the status of the proposed changes to the Board's regulations at 234 CMR; Ms. Young and Atty. Egan replied they do not have any updates to share but Atty. Egan noted legal staff is actively working on the updates.  Ms. Stultz noted this process is taking forever to complete; Dr. Trowbridge agreed and asked if a concrete update will be available in time for the next Board meeting in December.  Atty. Egan replied the “Patients First” legislation is the primary focus of the legal staff right now in that the “go live” date is 1/1/25.
