Administrative Matters:

Consideration of the Recommendations from the BORID Anesthesia Committee – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

Dr. Trowbridge, Committee Chairman, reminded the Board the Committee was not asked to update the Board’s anesthesia/sedation regulations at 234 CMR 6.00 as a previous workgroup has already done so and that committee’s proposed updates, previously adopted by the Board, are awaiting promulgation.  Dr. Trowbridge noted the committee was asked to update those proposed changes as they were approved and adopted by the Board a few years ago and are now out of date.  


Ms. Stultz asked about 234 CMR 6.03, the section that recommends the Board adopt an advisory ruling that requires dentists to hold quarterly training for their staff instead of yearly training.  Dr. Trowbridge noted quarterly training is now the standard for oral surgery practices.  Ms. Stultz asked if a dentist would be disciplined for not holding quarterly trainings; Ms. Young noted if the Board issues an advisory ruling requiring quarterly training and sufficient evidence is found to determine a dentist violated that ruling, the potential disciplinary action may not have the same impact as a violation of the Board’s regulations.  Atty. Egan agreed noting a violation of an advisory ruling would not be viewed as egregious as  a violation of a regulation at a show cause hearing.  Ms. Stultz agreed but asked how this would be managed by the Board; Atty. Egan replied if a dentist is only found to have violated the advisory ruling, then the sanction against the dentist would likely be at the lower end of possible sanctions.  Dr. Trowbridge noted there is no reporting requirement included in the proposed changes but a violation would likely be discovered during an office inspection.

Dr. Aleyska P. Rodriguez Martinez was present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.


Ms. Stultz asked Dr. Rodriguez Martinez how many times she took the TOEFL iBT exam; Dr. Rodriguez Martinez replied seven times noting her highest score is an “89.”  Ms. Stultz noted a score of 89 is out of a maximum score of 120, not a maximum score of 100.  Dr. Miller asked if the Board has a precedent in accepting scores lower that 90 on this exam; Ms. Young replied the Board has accepted scores of 88 and 89 on a few occasions.  Dr. Scialabba noted a score of 89 s Dr. Rodriguez Martinez’s combined scores and asked her if she took the exam twice in September; Dr. Rodriguez Martinez replied she did.  Dr. Scialabba asked if she has taken a course to prepare for this exam; Dr. Rodriguez Martinez replied she did and noted she’s been offered a position but needs her license first.  Ms. Stultz noted Dr. Rodriguez Martinez’s reading score is low.

Dr. Larry G. Dunham was present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.


Ms. Young informed the Board Dr. Dunham had submitted an online application to reactivate his expired facility permit on July 21, 2025 but noted that permit was originally issued on January 7, 1997 and expired on March 31, 2000.  Dr. Dunham noted he holds a full-time faculty position at one of the Boston-area dental schools and wants to return to private practice.  Dr. Trowbridge asked Dr. Dunham his plan for resuming private practice; Dr. Dunham stated he is only planning on administering local anesthesia but may bring someone in to administer anesthesia/sedation to his patients.  Dr. Trowbridge noted then reactivating this expired permit is not necessary if Dr. Dunham will only administer local anesthesia.  Dr. Dunham replied he was unaware of that detail and decided not to pursue reactivating his expired facility permit.
