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RECOMMENDED DECISION 


On February 24, 2017 the Petitioner, Board of Registration in Medicine, issued a Statement of Allegations ordering the Respondent, Sara Russell, M.D., to show cause why she should not be disciplined for practicing medicine in violation of law and/or the Board’s regulations, or good and accepted medical practice, i.e. practicing medicine at times when the odor of alcohol was detected on her breath in January 2015 as well as in or about late 2012 and/or early 2013.  The Respondent did not file an Answer to the Statement of Allegations.  A pre-hearing conference was scheduled for April 7, 2017 (Attachment A.)  The Notice of Pre-Hearing Conference was dated March 1, 2017.  (Id.) The Notice of Pre-Hearing Conference that was issued to the Respondent was returned to this agency on or about March 17, 2017 and marked “Not Deliverable as Addressed.”  (Attachment B.)    


On March 24, 2017, I issued an Order to Show Cause Why Default Should Not Enter for Respondent’s Want of Prosecution.  (Attachment C.)  The Order to Show Cause was sent to the same Norwell, MA address as the Notice of Pre-hearing Conference.  It was not returned to this agency as undeliverable.   

 The Respondent did not file a response to the Order to Show Cause within the 10-day period specified in the Order.  Because of her failure to do so as well as her failure to provide updated contact information to the Board of Registration in Medicine and her failure to file an Answer, I recommend that a default enter in this matter and that judgment be entered against the Respondent 
as permitted by G. L. c. 30A, s. 10 (2).
