Ms. Fuccione  recommended that the Board deny Dr. Jagella’s Petition for Reinstatement.
Responsive to Mr. O’Donnell’s inquiry, Dr. Jagella discussed his wish to start a concierge practice of medicine because he is prohibited from participating in the Medicaid and Medicare programs.
