However, the USMLE ruled that those physicians who obtained their state board’s sponsorship  could make a fifth attempt at Step 3. Ms. Prebensen discussed with the Board the success rate of physicians who take Step 3 of the USMLE for fifth time.   
Ms. Prebensen informed the Board that Policy 2023-04 expired on October 31, 2025. She asked that the program be extended for another year when more data will be available.
