DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether 183 State Street, Inc. d.b.a. Good Bar (licensee) was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (4 Counts). 


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the investigator’s report dated November 15, 2008.


Investigator Brad Doyle testified that on November 15, 2008, he and Investigator Paul Capurso entered Good Bar to observe its business operation practices and operations.  While present on the premises, the Investigators made observations of four youthful looking individuals with what appeared to be alcoholic beverages in their possession.  Upon making these observations, the investigators approached each individual and through their training and experience concluded that each of them possessed an alcoholic beverage.  When asked for identification none of them could provide identification showing that they were twenty-one years of age.  In fact, two of them were seventeen (17) years of age, significantly younger than twenty-one.  All individuals informed the Investigators that they were not asked for any form of identification upon entering the premises.  


The manager of the licensed premises was advised of the above violations and that a report would be submitted to the Chief Investigator for review.    


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (4 Counts) and, therefore, suspends the licensee’s license for 19 days of which 14 days will be held in abeyance for a period of one year provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
