DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Boston Nightlife Ventures, Inc. d.b.a. The Tap was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage by a person under 21 years of age (2 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s Report dated July 10, 2009.


The report states on July 9, 2009 A.B.C.C. Investigators observed the business operation of The Tap.  The Investigators notice two youths possessing draft beers.  The young woman (d.o.b. 9/28/1990, age 18) told the Investigators she was not asked for identification.  The young man (d.o.b. 7/7/1989, age 20) told the Investigators he used his brother’s passport to enter the premises.


Administrative review of the file indicates two previous A.B.C.C. violations by the licensee. The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage by a person under 21 years of age (2 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 8 days.
