DECISION 

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Boston Nightlife Ventures, Inc. d.b.a. The Tap violated Ch. 138 §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 count). 

The report of Investigator Michael Teehan was entered as Exhibit 1. The report states on Sunday, January 4, 2009 A.B.C.C. investigators entered The Tap at 11:50 p.m. They observed a man who appeared to be intoxicated. The 25 year old man was staggering and unsteady on his feet. His head bobbed up and down with his eyes closed. At 12:15 p.m. the investigators watched the man get served a “Car Bomb” alcoholic drink from the bartender on duty. 

The bartender on duty testified at the hearing. He stated he did not feel the man was intoxicated. He further testified there were 150 people in The Tap at the time and the lighting was dim at the bar. 

The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 count), and therefore suspends the license for 5 days.
