DECISION 


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Boston Nightlife Ventures, Inc. d.b.a. The Tap violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2) – Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: 204 CMR 4.03 – Certain Practices Prohibited (1) (c) sell, offer to sell or deliver to any person or group of persons any drinks at a price less than the price of regularly charged drinks during the same calendar week, except at private functions not open to the public. 


The licensee stipulated to the facts contain in the investigators report dated November 20, 2008. 


The report states A.B.C.C. investigators entered The Tap and observed a sign on the door that read, “Miller and Coors Lite, 5 beers for $5.” They asked the bartender about the pricing of the beers in the sign. He told them if a patron orders a single Miller Lite or Coors Lite they are charged $4.00. If they order a bucket of 5 beers they are charged $15.00, which breaks down to $3.00 per beer. 


The bartender/night manager was informed this was a violation of the Happy Hour regulations. He said he would cease the pricing immediately and erased the sign where the special was posted. 


The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 4.03 – Certain Practices Prohibited (1) (c) sell, offer to sell or deliver to any person or group of persons any drinks at a price less than the price of regularly charged drinks during the same calendar week, except at private functions not open to the public, and therefore issues a warning.
