DECISION

Chalko, LLC, D/B/A The Bluestone Bistro, holds an all alcohol license pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) scheduled a hearing on March 9, 2010 regarding alleged violations of Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §34C.  Prior to the commencement of the hearing, the licensee stipulated to the facts detailed in the Investigator’s report regarding the violations that occurred on February 11, 2010.   

The following documents are in evidence:

1. Licensee Stipulation of Facts; 

2. Investigator Michael Teehan’s Report; 

3. List of All Underage; 

4. Photocopy of seven (7) identifications; and

5. Photocopy of four (4) identifications.

Facts

1. On Thursday, February 11, 2010, Investigators Kenny and Teehan investigated the business operation of The Bluestone Bistro. 

2. While on the licensed premises, the Investigators observed twelve (12) youthful looking patrons in possession of an alcoholic beverage.  These individuals were later identified, all minors.  

3. All but one (1) of the twelve (12) individuals used a fake or false identification to enter the licensed premise.

4. The manager on duty was informed of the violations.
Conclusion


Based on the evidence, the Commission finds the licensee violated Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §34C.   This was the first violation in two (2) years of ownership.  The Commission suspends the license for a period of forty-nine (49) days of which twenty-four (24) of those days to be served, the remainder to be held in abeyance for a period of two (2) years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
