DECISION


This was an appeal of the action of the Licensing Board of the City of Boston for denying the application of Sapori di Napoli, Inc. “Napoli Pastry Shop” located at 115A Salem Street, Boston.  

Facts


Sapori di Napoli applied for a C.V. 7 day Malt Beverages and Wine license at 115A Salem Street, Boston, MA with a midnight closing hour.  


The Local Board held a hearing on this matter on March 11, 2009.  


Exhibit 2, the statement of reasons states the Board took into consideration the large number of existence licenses in the concentrated area of the North End, some of which are cafes and serving pastry along with wine and malt beverages, and determined that the public need is being met by the many establishments already in existence.  The Board rejected the application citing there is no public need for an additional malt beverages and wine license in this area.  


The representative for the Local Board stated, “the Board felt the area had reached the saturation point.”  


The applicant stated he was denied prior to appearing before the neighborhood association.  


The representative for the Local Board said it was unusual for the Local Board to act on an application before hearing from a neighborhood association.  


Since the July 15th appeal hearing, the A.B.C.C. has received a petition to transfer a 7-day wine and malt license to 111 Salem Street, which is next door to the rejected application.

Conclusion


The Commission disapproves the action of the Local Board and therefore, recommends the applicant be granted the next available license.
