DECISION


L.C., Inc. dba Audubon Circle Restaurant Bar (“Audubon” or “the licensee”) holds an all alcohol license issued pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) held a hearing on April 27, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §34C.  Prior to the commencement of the hearing, the licensee stipulated to the violation alleged in Investigator Mark Kenny’s Report. 

The following documents are in evidence:

1. Licensee’s Stipulation of Facts; 

2. Report of Investigator Mark Kenny; and

3. Photographs of False Identification Cards.

There is one (1) tape of this hearing.

Facts

1. On Thursday, March 11, 2010 at approximately 12 a.m., Commission Investigators investigated the business operation of Audubon. 

2. The investigators entered the premises and observed five (5) youthful looking patrons in possession of alcoholic beverages.  

3. The investigators immediately identified themselves and asked the individuals for identification.

4. All five (5) individuals were under twenty-one years of age and in possession of alcoholic beverages.  Four (4) of the five (5) individuals were in possession of false identification cards.

5. Administrative review of the licensee’s file indicates that this was the first violation by the licensee in fourteen (14) years of ownership.  

Conclusion 

Based on the evidence, the Commission finds the licensee violated Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §34C.   The Commission suspends the license for fifteen (15) days of which ten (10) days will be held in abeyance for a period of two (2) years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
