DECISION


This was an appeal from the action of the Licensing Board of the City of Boston for suspending the license of Max and Dylans at City Square, Inc. for a period of 7 days.

Facts


Max and Dylans at City Square, Inc. applied for a transfer of license from Meze Estiatorio, Inc.


On December 1, 2008, the Local Board approved the application and forwarded it to the A.B.C.C. for further approval.


On December 13, 2008, Boston Police Detectives found the establishment to be open and operating.  


The A.B.C.C. approved the transfer from Meze Estiatorio, Inc. to Max and Dylans at City Square, Inc. on December 20, 2008.


The Local Board held a violation hearing on January 6, 2009.  


On March 18, 2009, the Local Board issued a decision suspending the license of Max and Dylans at City Square, Inc. for 7 days.


At the A.B.C.C. hearing, the attorney for the licensee entered an affidavit of William Galatis (Exhibit A) the former owner of Meze Estiatorio, Inc.  The affidavit states William Galatis had not relinquished the control of the license to any person or entity.  He believed he was operating the active liquor license until such time as the transfer was complete with Max and Dylans at City Square, Inc.


Christopher Damian testified he operated the Meze license for Mr. Galatis for “a couple of weeks.”  He stated the nightly receipts were placed into a Max and Dylans account. 

Conclusion


The Commission approves the action of the Local Board in finding a violation of Ch. 138, sections 23 and 64 and recommends a suspension of no more than 1 day.
