DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. d.b.a. Murphy’s Liquors violated M.G.L. Ch. 138 § 64- Failure to comply with the laws of the Commonwealth, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 152 § 25 (C)- Failure to provide Workers Compensation Insurance; and, M.G.L. Ch. 151A § 8- Failure to register with the DUA.  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report dated May 12, 2009.  The report states on May 12, 2009 the Chief of Investigators for the Division of Industrial Accidents and a Revenue Enforcement Officer of the Division of Unemployment Assistance investigated the business operation of Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. d.b.a. Murphy’s Liquors.  The Investigators determined the business was not in compliance with Ch. 152 § 25(C) and Ch. 151A § 8 of MESL.


Administrative review of the file indicates the licensee had received an indefinite suspension effective September 1, 2009 as a result of previous violations.  On September 25, 2009 the Department of Revenue notified the A.B.C.C. that Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. is not in compliance with the tax laws of the Commonwealth.


The Commission finds the licensee violated M.G.L. Ch. 152 § 25 (C)- Failure to provide Workers Compensation Insurance and Ch. 151A § 8- Failure to register with the DUA and, therefore, REVOKES THE LICENSE FORTHWITH.
