DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. violated M.G.L. Ch.138 §15A- Change of Officers of Corporation without Commission approval (1 count) and M.G.L. Ch.138 §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without proper approval (1 count).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report pertaining to the Transfer of the Privilege of a license without proper approval (1 count). 


The report states on July 12, 2005 the Commission approved a Transfer of Stock, New Officers/Directors and Change of Manager for Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc.  Yadira A. Guerrero was approved as the manager, sole officer, directors and stockholder in Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. From that day forward, there has not been an application submitted to the A.B.C.C. for any type of change to this license’s corporate structure.  


In October of 2008, A.B.C.C. Investigators began an investigation into the management of Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc.  They discovered that since December of 2006 Yadira A. Guerrero had been minimally involved in the business and hired Vanibel Objio who has tried very hard to get the business out of debt.  


At the hearing, Vanibel Objio testified she had reduced the debt of Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. by over $30,000 since 2006.  


The licensee contested the alleged violation of Ch. 138 §15A- Change of Officers of Corporation without Commission approval.  Yadira A. Guerrero stated she had not signed documents changing the corporate structure of Soto Cruz Enterprises, Inc. 


The Commission finds the licensee violated M.G.L. Ch.138 §15A- Change of Officers of Corporation without Commission approval (1 count) and M.G.L. Ch.138 §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without proper approval (1 count) and, therefore, suspends the license indefinitely effective September 1, 2009.
