DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Truong Thanh Market, Inc. violated Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-on years of age (11 counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated December 6, 2008.  


The report states on Friday, December 5, 2008 and Saturday, December 6, 2008 A.B.C.C. Investigators observed the business operation of Truong Thanh Market, Inc. The Investigators entered the premise and observed the manner in which the business was being conducted.  Also, Investigators were stationed outside the premise to observed youthful looking individuals entering and exiting the premises.  During the investigation on and near the premises, the following was observed and recorded:


On Friday, December 5, 2008, two youthful looking patrons purchased alcoholic beverages with false identification.  The minors, dates of births were, 2/25/90 (age 18) and 7/29/89 (age 19) provided the investigators with their false I.D.’s and their true identities.  


On Saturday, December 6, 2008, two 18 year olds, six 19 year olds, and a 20 year old purchased alcohol at Truong Thanh Market, Inc. with false I.D.’s.  


The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (11 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 46 days of which 31 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provide no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission regulations occur.
