DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Tuam Donagh, Inc. d.b.a. The Kells violated 204 CMR 4.00: 204-4.03: Certain Practices Prohibited (1) No licensee or employee or agent of a licensee shall: (d) sell, offer to sell or deliver to any person an unlimited number of drinks any set period of time for a fixed price.


The licensee Tuam Donagh, Inc. (The Kells) stipulated to the facts contained in the investigators report fated October 30, 2008.  The report states A.B.C.C. investigators entered The Kells in response to a complaint about The Kells running an illegal promotional event.  The investigators watched the door staff collect $5 from each patron, which allowed them to enter a specific room that held the promotion.  The promotion offered all you can drink from 10 p.m. to 11 p.m. for $5.  


The licensee testified they ceased the promotion upon being notified by the investigators of the violation.  


The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 4.00: 204-4.03: Certain Practices Prohibited (1) No licensee or employee or agent of a licensee shall: (d) sell, offer to sell or deliver to any person an unlimited number of drinks any set period of time for a fixed price and therefore, suspends the license for 7 days which 4 days will be held in abeyance for two years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
