DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether ACK Market, Inc. d.b.a. Grey Gables Market violated Ch. 138 §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without a proper approval (1 Count); Ch. 138 §15A- Failure to disclose all persons who have a direct or indirect beneficial interest in said license (1 Count); and, Ch. 138 §23- Sale of Alcoholic Beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under 22A.


   The licensee stipulated to the contents of the investigator’s report (Exhibit 1). 



The report states on August 23, 2006 Michael J. Hallam and Kathleen Hallam were approved as the officers, directors and stockholders of ACK Market, Inc.


   On August 20, 2008 the Bourne Police Department notified the A.B.C.C. that there was a possible undisclosed interest operating Grey Gables Market.  An A.B.C.C. investigator and a Bourne Police Lieutenant investigated the business operation and met a Joseph Dulong who identified himself as the manager.  He told them that Jamal and Allie Soufan took over the store on May 29, 2008.  


  The investigators found numerous invoices, checks and deposit slips, receipts, applications and a copy of a lease indicating Allie and Jamal Soufan are the owners of Grey Gables Market.  


   Allie Soufan entered the store and told the investigator he hired and fired, ran the day-to-day operations, balanced the cash receipts, made daily deposits, was on the lottery account, and with his brother Jamal was a signatory on the bank account. 


   Mr. Soufan was questioned about invoices from Family Foods in Falmouth and responded, “I own that store in Falmouth and sometimes I bring alcohol from that store here.”


   The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without a proper approval (1 Count) and, suspends the license for 120 days.  The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §15A- Failure to disclose all persons who have a direct or indirect beneficial interest in said license (1 Count) and, suspends the license for 120 days.   The Commission further finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §23- Sale of Alcoholic Beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under 22A and, therefore, suspends the license for 30 days.  The total suspension is 270 days.
